Project Description: 
The Ohio Department of Transportation (ODOT) and the City of Cleveland Heights' propose the reconstruction of the traffic signals and curb ramps within the City of Cleveland Heights, Cuyahoga County, Ohio. The project is proposed along Mayfield Road (US-322) from Kenilworth Road to Warrensville Center Road.  Due to the age of the installation, the interconnect system between the signals is no longer operational.  The City performed a Safety Study and secured funding to replace the signals along the Mayfield Road Corridor.  In addition to the signal reconstruction, all curb ramps at signalized intersections will be updated to meet current Americans with Disabilities Act (ADA) compliance requirements.  Finally, pedestrian crossing facilities will be upgraded.
Minor amounts of permanent right-of-way acquisition will be required where the proposed work extends beyond the existing right-of-way.  In some areas, the existing "public" sidewalks are on property that is not technically covered by ODOT with a highway easement or warranty deed; however, these areas have historically been considered to be open access areas and do not necessitate addressing the property right issues associated with their public use.  Therefore, work being performed on these open access areas does not require a right-of-way acquisition.  There will be no residential or non-residential displacements as part of the proposed project.  
On October 19, 2015, notification letters were sent to property owners and tenants located adjacent to the proposed project. No comments were received. 
In an Inter-Office Communication (IOC) memo dated July 6, 2016, ODOT-OES identified four (4) resources adjacent to the project intersections are listed on or previously determined eligible for the NRHP.  It was determined that the project will not affect any historic features of the adjacent resources, and there will be no alterations the characteristics of the resources that qualify them for inclusion on the NRHP.  Work will not require the acquisition of new permanent right-of-way within any historic district or resource.  In consideration of the effect of the project, the work does not meet the definition of "effect" as described in 36 CFR 800.16(i) in regard to the cope of project within historic resources.  ODOT-OES concluded that "no further cultural resource investigation are required". In accordance with Stipulation 4(B) of the Section 106 Programmatic Agreement approved on November 30, 2011 (Agreement No. 16734) and in compliance with 36 CFR Section 800.4 (d) (1), ODOT-OES has determined that "no historic properties affected" is the appropriate finding for the proposed project.  
In addition to the resources listed on or previously determined to be eligible for the NRHP, Cumberland Park, located adjacent to the project at 1740 Cumberland Road, and Cleveland Heights Community Center, located adjacent to the project at 1 Monticello Boulevard, are recognized Section 4(f) properties.  However, based on the proposed scope of work, no permanent incorporation or temporary occupancy of land from the park will occur. No additional coordination is required in accordance with ODOT-OES Standard Operating Procedures and 23 CFR 774.
No floodplain, jurisdictional waters of the U.S., isolated wetlands, state or federally listed species including suitable habitat and federally designated critical habitat, unionid mussels, or unique, rare, or high quality natural communities were identified within the project area.  Additionally, no tree clearing is planned for the proposed project.
