Route422 from approximately 0.17 mile south of the Portage/Geauga County Line(Straight Line Mile [SLM] 0.17) to the Portage/Trumbull County Line (SLM 1.94)in Nelson Township, Portage County, Ohio. As part of the proposed transportation improvement project, thefollowing culverts will be replaced:

 All work shall beperformed within existing U. S. Route 422 right-of-way.  
Replacement of CulvertNumbers POR-422-0.22, POR-422-0.27 and POR-422-00.84 will permanently and temporarily impact a total of 315 linear feet totwo (2) jurisdictional streams and replacement of Culvert Numbers POR-422-0.27 and POR-422-0.74will permanently and temporarily impact a total of 25 linear feet to one jurisdictional ditch.  No excavation, grading, orfilling operations shall be performed in any wetlands. Under no circumstancesshall the contractor store equipment and/or materials in any wetlands, streamsor jurisdictional ditches or other waters of the United States.
A total of 0.15 acre ofpotential suitable wooded habitat (SWH) was identified within the projectconstruction limits. SWH areas are characterized as forested areas >0.5acre or areas <0.5 acre that had trees with suitable bat roostingcharacteristics and also within 1,000 feet of larger forestedareas.
A Level 1 EcologicalSurvey Report was prepared for the proposed project in June 2016. This reportaddressed the replacement of the POR-422-0.22, POR-422-0.74 and POR-422-0.84culverts. Route 422 during pavingoperations.  A maximum of two directional closures, one closure of the eastboundlanes and one separate closure of the westbound lanes, are required on U. S. Route422 during culvert replacement operations.  The ODOT District 4 PublicInformation Office released a news release for the project on May 25, 2016, andfinal project maintenance of traffic information was submitted to localemergency and public services (public/private EMS, police, fire, schools, etc.)by electronic mail correspondence, dated November 10, 2016.
