Project Description: 
The city of Akron proposes to install pedestrian crosswalkstriping and associated signage at intersections surrounding several publiceducation facilities throughout Akron. Improvements are proposed at the following facilities:  Findley Community Learning Center (CLC),Leggett CLC, Helen E. Arnold CLC, East CLC, King CLC, Windemere CLC, FirestonePark Elementary School, Voris CLC, John R. Buchtel CLC, Betty Jane CLC, BarberCLC, Crouse CLC, Sam Salem CLC and Judith A. Resnick CLC.  Abbey Road style pedestrian crosswalkstriping will be used in proximity to intersections and straight linecrosswalks will be used elsewhere. 
Also included as part of this project are two proposed roaddiets: Tallmadge Avenue between Cuyahoga Falls Ave and North Main Street, adistance of approximately 0.42 mile, and Vernon Odom Boulevard between EastAvenue and Rhodes Avenue, a distance of approximately 0.51 mile.  The proposed road diets will remove the existingfour lane striping that currently establishes two (2) shared through/turn lanesin each direction and restripe the existing pavement to accommodate one (1)12-foot shared through/right turn lane in each direction, a 12-foot centertwo-way left turn lane and a 5-foot bike lane in each direction.
As stated in the road diet justifications correspondence,dated November 22, 2016, from the project manager in the Akron EngineeringBureau, the proposed road diets are warranted on the basis of elevatedvehicular crash rates and limited average daily traffic within thecorridors.  The proposed road diets willnot negatively impact the existing street capacities because of the existinglow traffic volumes.  The road dietjustifications is located in Project File/Purpose and Need/ProjectInformation/Road Diet Justification.
Adjacent residents and businesses were informed of theproposed road diets by direct mail and a news release was released by the cityof Akron to the local media as an outreach effort.  In addition, the councilpersons were notifiedby email correspondence concerning the project. Comments were not received as a result of these public involvementactivities conducted for the project. The community will again be notified of the project prior to and duringproject construction in advance of any lane restrictions.
The project will be constructed within the existing streetrights-of-way.  The project will notimpact any environmentally sensitive resources within the project study areas.
