This native species of sweetflag is found in the northern U.S. and Canada. This species is found along mucky shorelines of lakes and in emergent wetlands. The more common Acorus calamus is a non-native sterile triploid.  A known sighting of the American Sweet-flag is approximately 0.7 miles Southwest of the project location in the woodlands.
