The OhioDepartment of Transportation proposes roadway and bridge improvements to U. S.Route 6 in Ashtabula County.  The projectwas developed as a Part1/Part 2 project. Impacts to any ecological or other environmental resources are notproposed by this project.  Allconstruction activities will occur within existing roadway right-of-way.
Part 1involves pavement resurfacing of 14.86 miles of U. S. Route 6 in Rome, NewLyme, Cherry Valley and Andover Townships. The proposed U.S. Route 6 pavement resurfacing begins at the eastern endof the bridge over the Grand River Straight Line Mile (SLM) 5.75 and continueseast to the intersection with Stanhope-Kelloggsville Road/SLM 20.61.  Other project activities include variousbridge maintenance activities on five structures along U. S. Route 6.
The GrandRiver is a State Scenic River at the U. S. Route 6 bridge over the GrandRiver.  Impacts to the Grand River or anyecological resources are not proposed to construct this project.  Pavement resurfacing is the only proposed constructionactivity within 1,000 feet of the Grand River. In accordance with the Memorandum of Agreement Between the OhioDepartment of Transportation and the Ohio Department of Natural Resources(Division of Watercraft) For Project Coordination On Ohio's State Wild, Scenicand Recreational Rivers, dated August 25, 2014, ODOT District 4 sent the ScenicRiver Field Review form completed for the project to ODNR on September 2, 2016.  ODNR provided concurrence with no comments onSeptember 6, 2016.  See Project File >Ecological for scenic river coordination information for the project.
Part 2includes bridge maintenance of the ATB-6-0970 bridge over Rock Creek in RomeTownship.  Proposed constructionactivities include deck replacement and substructure rehabilitation includingminor widening, approach slab replacement, guardrail replacement and minimalapproach work.
