Project Description: 
The project proposes to apply a fine graded polymer asphalt concrete overlay and perform bridge structure maintenance on U. S. Route30 in the city of Massillon and Perry Township, Stark County, Ohio. Theproposed overlay will consist of 1-1/4 inches of fine graded polymer asphaltconcrete to be placed on the eastbound and westbound lanes of U. S. Route 30from the U. S. Route 30/Richville Drive interchange (Straight Lime Mile[SLM] 9.58), in Perry Township, to approximately State Route (SR) 297(Raff Road) (SLM 13.10) at the city of Canton west corporation limit.  Further,minor maintenance is proposed on the following bridge structures located on U. S. Route 30 in the city of Massillon and Perry Township, Stark County, Ohio:
· STA-30-0670 L&R (SFN:7607385/7607369): Theproject will seal the existing wearing surface and approach slabs with Soluble Reactive Silicate (SRS) ConcreteTreatment, remove and replace existing sealer on parapets,remove graffiti on piers, clear and grub within 15-feet of each structure andinstall new structure identification signs.
· STA-30-0746 (SFN: 7607393): The project will clear and grub within 15-feetof the  structure and install new structure identification signs.
· STA-30-0768 L&R (SFN:7607423/7607407): Theproject will remove the existing latex modified concrete wearing and approachslab surfaces, make repairs and install new fiber reinforced concreteoverlays.  Concrete backwalls and substructure will be repaired withconcrete.  No patching will be performed over safety sensitiveareas.  Expansion joints will be repaired, scuppers cleaned out and structuralsteel cleaned as per CMS 514.14.  Dirt and debris will be removed from theabutments, beam seats and pier caps.  Exposed concrete surfaces of the parapets,abutments, backwalls and piers will be sealed with epoxy-urethane sealer, clearingand grubbing performed within 15-feet of the structures and install new structureidentification signs.

· STA-30-1031 L&R (SFN:7607512/7607490): Theproject will remove the existing concrete wearing and approach slab overlay andinstall new fiber reinforced concrete overlays. Concrete parapets,backwalls and substructures will be inspected and repaired with concrete. No patching will be performed over  safety sensitive areas.  Expansionjoints will be repaired, scuppers cleaned out and guardrail repairsmade.  Repairs will be made to the OZEU paint system, clearing and grubbingperformed within 15-feet of the structures and installation of new structure identificationsigns.
· STA-30-1157 (SFN: 7607539): The project will repair settlement in theapproach slabs and seal the existing structure wearing surface and approachslabs with SRS Concrete Treatment.  E: The project will remove theexisting concrete wearing and approach slab overlays and install new fiberreinforced concrete overlay. Concrete parapets, backwalls and substructure willbe inspected and repaired with concrete.  No patching will be performedover safety sensitive areas.  Existing expansion joints will berepaired, scuppers cleaned out and guardrail repairs made.  Repairs will be madeto the OZEU paint system, abutment bearings will be rehabilitated and reset,clearing and grubbing performed within 15-feet of the structures and newstructure identification signs installed.
