The project proposes to apply a single or double micro overlay on 3.04miles of US 62 from the village of Navarre West Corporation Line at Straight Line Mile(SLM) 8.50 to the SR 21/US 30/US 62 interchange at SLM 11.54 in the village ofNavarre and Perry Township, 1.40 miles of SR 93 from east of Shireden Road/Canal Fulton North Corporation Line at SLM 19.24 to approximatelyBapst Road at SLM 20.64 in Lawrence Township, 3.95 miles of SR 172 from theStark/Wayne County Line at SLM 0.00 to the city of Massillon West Corporation Line at SLM 3.95 in Tuscarawas Township and 3.08 miles of SR 172 from the city of MassillonEast Corporation Line at SLM 8.83 to the city of Canton West Corporation Line at SLM 11.91 inPerry Township, Stark County, Ohio.
