Project Description: 
The village of Lordstown plans to improve Salt Springs Road between Ellsworth Bailey Road and State Route (SR) 45 and improve South Leavitt Road between Palmyra Road and Hewitt Gifford Road in the village of Lordstown, Trumbull County, Ohio.  The project proposes to mill and resurface 1.47 miles of Salt Springs Road, including partial-depth pavement repairs, from Ellsworth Bailey Road east to SR 45.  Additionally, the project proposes to mill and resurface 0.98 mile of South Leavitt Road, including partial-depth pavement repairs from Palmyra Road north to Hewitt Gifford Road.  Further improvements include guardrail upgrades, linear grading, new pavement markings and street signs, as needed.  
The project will be constructed within existing roadway rights-of-way.  The project will not impact any environmentally sensitive resources within the project study area.
