Project Description: 
The Mahoning County Engineer proposes roadwayand drainage system improvements on Western Reserve Road, from east of Hitchcock Road to east of Market Street, andon Market Street at the Western Reserve Road/Market Street intersection in Boardman and Beaver Townships.
The purpose of this project is to improve safety, reducetraffic congestion and meet increasing traffic volume demand along WesternReserve Road while addressing flooding and drainage issues.Western Reserve Road experiences high crash rates in the project area.  Rear endcrashes were predominant at the Glenwood Avenue/Sharrott Road intersection, theMarket Street intersection and at the numerous closely-spaced driveways.  
Improvements proposed by this project include:
An 11' center lane will be addedto Western Reserve Road throughout the project area.At the intersections with GlenwoodAvenue/Sharrott Road and Market Street, the center lane will be a dedicatedleft-turn lane.  Between the intersections,the center lane will be a two-way left-turn lane.  At the Western Reserve Road/Market Street intersection, a right-turn lane is proposed along the west side of the Market Street north approach and a right-turn lane is also proposed along the north side of the Western Reserve Road east approach.
The existing Willow Creek Learning Center driveway culvert, conveying Willow Creek, will be replaced with anew 12'x5' box culvert.  The existing Shepard of the Valley drivewayculvert, also conveying Willow Creek, will be replaced with a new 22'x4' box culvert.  The existing culverts and bridgecarrying Western Reserve Road and Sharrott Road over Willow Creek will bereplaced with a new 13'x4' box culvert. This new box culvert will extend about 200'into the Willow Creek Terrace condominium complex. Additionally, an existingculvert beneath Market Street, commercial parking lots and Western ReserveRoad near Market Street will be replaced with a new 8'x5' box culvert. 
To construct thecenter turn lane along Western Reserve Road and the improvements to the WillowCreek culverts and bridge, Western Reserve Road will be widened to the northfrom east of Hitchcock Road to west of Market Street.East of Market Street, Western Reserve Roadwill also be widened to the north.
At the Western Reserve Road/Glenwood Avenue/Sharrott Road intersection, the existing inside lane of the Glenwood Avenueapproach will be converted to a left-turn only lane and a left-turn lane will be added to the Sharrott Road approach by widening on the west side of Sharrott Road.  Theexisting traffic signal at this intersection will also be replaced as part of theproject. 
Approximately 1.3 acres of new permanent right-of-way willbe required from 13 parcels to construct the project.Permanent sewer easements, slope easementsand temporary right-of-way will also be required from multiple parcelsthroughout the project area to construct the project. 
Environmental impacts of the project include:
A total of 1,052 linear feet of streams.
Petroleum contaminated soils note is to beincluded in the project plan for Mac Automotive, 8598 Market Street, as severalpolynucleararomatic hydrocarbons exceed Re-use Action Levelsbased on Phase II ESA results. 
The project will not impact any wetlands/ponds/ditches,cultural resources, Section 4(f)/6(f) recreational resources or federally/statelisted threatened/endangered species or their habitats. 
Public involvement activities for theproject included an Open House Public Involvement Meeting onOctober 20, 2015, at the Boardman Township Government Center on MarketStreet.About 40 people attended thepublic involvement meeting.  Ten writtencomments were received at the meeting or by mail/email after the meeting.  Oral and written comments were supportive ofthe project and the concerns expresses were related to issues such as drainageproblems and access changes at specific properties.  On September 6, 2016, a Project Update wasmailed to the residents, businesses and EMS/police/fire agencies affected bythe project.  The Project Update includedupdates to right-of-way requirements, maintenance of traffic, the projectschedule and a summary of the previous public involvement meeting conducted onOctober 20, 2015.  Additional publiccomments were not received as a result of the September 6, 2016, Project Updatemailing.  A second Project Update, datedMay 1, 2017, was mailed on May 1, 2017, to the residents, businesses andEMS/police/fire agencies affected by the project.  On May 2, 2017, the Mahoning County Engineeralso released a news release with the May 1, 2017, Project Update information tothe local media outlets and also posted both the May 1, 2017, Project Update informationand the May 2, 2017, Project Update news release on the Mahoning CountyCommunicator website.

NO EXCAVATION, GRADING OR FILLING OPERATIONS SHALL BE PERFORMED IN WETLANDS DELINEATED BEYOND THE PROJECT CONSTRUCTION LIMITS AND DEPICTED IN THE ECOLOGICAL RESOURCES MAP AND THE PROJECT PLANS.  THE ECOLOGICAL RESOURCES MAP IS AVAILABLE FOR INSPECTION AT THE ODOT DISTRICT 4 OFFICE, 2088 SOUTH ARLINGTON, AKRON, OHIO 44306.  TO PROTECT AND DELINEATE THE BOUNDARY OF THE EXISTING WETLANDS LOCATED ABUTTING OR IMMEDIATELY ADJACENT TO THE PROJECT CONSTRUCTION LIMITS, A FILTER FABRIC FENCE AND TEMPORARY CONSTRUCTION FENCE, PER SUPPLEMENTAL SPECIFICATION 832, SHALL BE INSTALLED AT THE PROPOSED CONSTRUCTION LIMITS BY THE CONTRACTOR PRIOR TO THE START OF ANY CONSTRUCTION ACTIVITIES, INCLUDING ANY NECESSARY CLEARING AND GRUBBING ACTIVITIES, AND MAINTAINED BY THE CONTRACTOR THROUGHOUT PROJECT CONSTRUCTION. UNDER NO CIRCUMSTANCES SHALL THE CONTRACTOR STORE CONSTRUCTION EQUIPMENT AND/OR MATERIALS IN ANY WETLANDS. ODOT CONSTRUCTION AND MATERIALS SPECIFICATIONS SECTION 107.10 (PROTECTION AND RESTORATION OF PROPERTY) PROHIBIT THE CONTRACTOR FROM CREATING STAGING AREAS NEAR STREAMS AND/OR WETLANDS.  
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
