Project Description: 
The village of Windham proposes to replace approximately1,600 linear feet of existing deteriorated storm sewer conduit along North MainStreet in proximity to the Ohio Turnpike Bridge No. POR-IR 80-17.94N; StructureFile Number (SFN) 6729908, in the village of Windham, Portage County,Ohio.  The proposed storm sewerreplacement project includes the reconstruction of existing catch basins andcurb inlet structures along North Main Street within the existing streetright-of-way and the replacement of existing various diameter storm conduit andoutfall within the existing street right-of-way and an existing drainageeasement area at an unnamed tributary of the South Fork of Eagle Creek.  The proposed new storm sewer conduit willgenerally be installed along the existing storm sewer alignment. Structuralmodification is not proposed on the Ohio Turnpike bridge POR-IR 80-17.94N (SFN6729908) over North Main Street. 
No new permanent right-of-way will be acquired to constructthe project.  However, new temporaryright-of-way will be acquired along the existing drainage easement west ofNorth Main Street and north of the Ohio Turnpike right-of-way.  New temporary right-of-way will be acquiredfrom Portage County Parcel Number 41-066-10-00-058-000 (vacant land) and/orParcel Number 41-056-00-00-074-000 that is occupied by a residential two-familydwelling.  The additional temporaryright-of-way is needed to allow for equipment access and staging during projectconstruction.
The project will impact approximately 10 linear feet (0.002acre) of the South Fork of Eagle Creek (Stream 1) and 0.005 acre of abuttingCategory 1 wetlands area (Wetland 1).  Further,a total of 0.18 acre of potential suitable wooded habitat (SWH) will beimpacted by the project.  SWH areas werecharacterized as forested areas >0.5 acre, or areas <0.5 acre that hadtrees with suitable bat roosting characteristics, and that were also within1,000 feet of larger forested areas.

Portions of the new storm sewer will be installed within thetravel lanes of North Main Street requiring short term lane restrictions andclosures.  The construction contractorwill establish a detour route for the project utilizing State Route 303, HornRoad and Wolf Road. The maximum duration for the detour will be 30 consecutivedays.  Access shall be maintained to allintersecting roads and adjacent properties at all times during projectconstruction.  Maintenance of Trafficinformation, including the proposed detour route, was submitted to localemergency and public services by electronic mail correspondence, dated December15, 2016.
