This multi-culvert replacement project includes work on culverts located in three different locations: CUY-252-02.10, LAK-307-02.30, and GEA-087-08.62. The CUY-252-02.10 culvert replacement will replace a mishmash culvert. The LAK-307-02.30 culvert replacement will replace a 12 inch pipe. Lastly, the GEA-087-08.62 culvert replacement will replace a 54 inch CMP.  Right-of-way takes are required for all three project locations.

The total cost of the project is approximately $1,055,750.00. The project will use Federal and State funding. The state will pay $211,150.00, or 20 percent, of the total cost of the project. The Federal Government will pay 844,600.00, or 80 percent, of the total cost of the project. Funding for the project will be split across the three culverts. $824,000.00 will be designated to CUY-252-02.10. $231,750.00 will be split between the LAK-307-02.30 and GEA-87-08.62 culvert replacements. The project is expected to sell on April 01, 2018. Construction is expected to end October 31, 2018.
