THE ECOLOGICAL RESOURCES MAP IS AVAILABLE FOR INSPECTION AT THE ODOT DISTRICT 4 OFFICE, 2088 SOUTH ARLINGTON, AKRON, OHIO 44306.  UNDER NO CIRCUMSTANCES SHALL THE CONTRACTOR STORE EQUIPMENT AND/OR MATERIALS WITHIN THESE DITCH AREAS. TO PROTECT AND DELINEATE THE BOUNDARY OF THE EXISTING REMAINING AREAS OF DITCH 1 AND DITCH 2, A FILTER FABRIC FENCE AND TEMPORARY CONSTRUCTION FENCE, PER SUPPLEMENTAL SPECIFICATION 832, SHALL BE INSTALLED ADJACENT TO THE DITCH AREAS BY THE CONTRACTOR, MAINTAINING A ONE-FOOT BUFFER BETWEEN THE FENCE AND THE WETLAND BOUNDARIES (WHEN PRACTICABLE), PRIOR TO THE START OF ANY CONSTRUCTION ACTIVITIES, INCLUDING ANY NECESSARY CLEARING AND GRUBBING ACTIVITIES, AND MAINTAINED BY THE CONTRACTOR THROUGHOUT PROJECT CONSTRUCTION.  UNDER NO CIRCUMSTANCES SHALL THE CONTRACTOR STORE CONSTRUCTION EQUIPMENT AND/OR MATERIALS IN ANY DITCHES, ETC. ODOT CONSTRUCTION AND MATERIALS SPECIFICATIONS SECTION 107.10 (PROTECTION AND RESTORATION OF PROPERTY) PROHIBIT THE CONTRACTOR FROM CREATING STAGING AREAS NEAR STREAMS AND/OR WETLANDS.

5. The project designer shall incorporate the following note into the plans:  

MECHANICAL EQUIPMENT OPERATION AT STREAM CHANNEL:  
THE MECHANICAL EQUIPMENT USED TO EXECUTE THE WORK AUTHORIZED HEREIN SHALL BE OPERATED IN SUCH A WAY AS TO MINIMIZE TURBIDITY THAT COULD DEGRADE WATER QUALITY AND ADVERSELY AFFECT AQUATIC PLANT AND ANIMAL LIFE.
6. The project designer shall incorporate the following note into the plans:  

WETLAND AVOIDANCE:
NO EXCAVATION, GRADING OR FILLING OPERATIONS SHALL BE PERFORMED IN THE WETLANDS DELINEATED BEYOND THE PROJECT CONSTRUCTION LIMITS AND DEPICTED IN THE ECOLOGICAL RESOURCES MAP AND THE TRU-5-4.27 PLAN AND PROFILE.  THE ECOLOGICAL RESOURCES MAP IS AVAILABLE FOR INSPECTION AT THE ODOT DISTRICT 4 OFFICE, 2088 SOUTH ARLINGTON, AKRON, OHIO 44306.  TO PROTECT AND DELINEATE THE BOUNDARIES OF THE WETLANDS, A FILTER FABRIC FENCE AND TEMPORARY CONSTRUCTION FENCE, PER SUPPLEMENTAL SPECIFICATION 832, SHALL BE INSTALLED AT THE PROPOSED CONSTRUCTION LIMITS BY THE CONTRACTOR, MAINTAINING A ONE-FOOT BUFFER BETWEEN THE FENCE AND THE WETLAND BOUNDARIES (WHEN PRACTICABLE), PRIOR TO THE START OF ANY CONSTRUCTION ACTIVITIES, INCLUDING ANY NECESSARY CLEARING AND GRUBBING ACTIVITIES, AND MAINTAINED BY THE CONTRACTOR THROUGHOUT PROJECT CONSTRUCTION. UNDER NO CIRCUMSTANCES SHALL THE CONTRACTOR STORE CONSTRUCTION EQUIPMENT AND/OR MATERIALS IN ANY WETLANDS, ETC. ODOT CONSTRUCTION AND MATERIALS SPECIFICATIONS SECTION 107.10 (PROTECTION AND RESTORATION OF PROPERTY) PROHIBIT THE CONTRACTOR FROM CREATING STAGING AREAS NEAR STREAMS AND/OR WETLANDS.  ADDITIONALLY, THE WETLANDS HAVE BEEN LABELED "DO NOT DISTURB" TO ENSURE COMPLIANCE WITH ALL APPLICABLE ENVIRONMENTAL LAWS AND REGULATIONS.  
7. The project designer shall incorporate the following note into the plans:  

CONSTRUCTION AND DEMOLITION DEBRIS:  
THE CONTRACTOR SHALL TAKE PRECAUTIONS TO AVOID AND/OR LIMIT CONSTRUCTION AND DEMOLITION DEBRIS FROM ENTERING DITCHES, WETLANDS AND/OR STREAM(S).  ANY DEBRIS THAT DOES FALL INTO DITCHES, WETLANDS AND/OR STREAM(S) SHALL BE REMOVED AS SOON AS POSSIBLE WITHIN 72 HOURS.

8. The project designer shall incorporate the following note into the plans: 

STREAM/RIVER AVOIDANCE:
NO EXCAVATION, GRADING OR FILLING OPERATIONS SHALL BE PERFORMED IN THE STREAM/RIVER LOCATED AT TRU-5-2.71 AND TRU-5-3.38L/R.  UNDER NO CIRCUMSTANCES SHALL THE CONTRACTOR STORE CONSTRUCTION EQUIPMENT AND/OR MATERIALS IN THESE WATERS.  ODOT CONSTRUCTION AND MATERIALS SPECIFICATIONS SECTION 107.10 (PROTECTION AND RESTORATION OF PROPERTY) PROHIBIT THE CONTRACTOR FROM CREATING STAGING AREAS NEAR STREAMS AND/OR WETLANDS.  


9. The project designer shall incorporate the following note into the plans:  

TREE CUTTING/REMOVAL PROHIBITED:
THE TRU-5-2.71 AND TRU-5-3.38L/R STRUCTURES ARE LOCATED WITHIN THE KNOWN HABITAT RANGES OF THE FEDERALLY LISTED AND PROTECTED INDIANA BAT AND NORTHERN LONG-EARED BAT.  TREE TRIMMING IS PERMITTED FOR THESE LOCATIONS AS DIRECTED BY THE PROJECT ENGINEER, HOWEVER, NO TREES SHALL BE REMOVED AT THESE LOCATIONS.  A TREE IS DEFINED AS A LIVE, DYING, OR DEAD WOODY PLANT, WITH A TRUNK THREE INCHES OR GREATER IN DIAMETER AT A HEIGHT OF 4.5 FEET ABOVE THE GROUND SURFACE, AND WITH A MINIMUM HEIGHT OF 13 FEET.
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
