Project Description: 
The Trumbull County Engineerplans to improve Burnett East Road in Kinsman Township, Trumbull County, Ohio. The project proposes to remove the existing deteriorated/deficient 58-footcontinuous steel beam Burnett East Road bridge, Structure No. TRU-CH281B/StructureFile Number (SFN) 7844891, spanning Sugar Creek and replace it with a 79-footcomposite pre-stressed concrete box beam bridge with reinforced concrete deckon reiforced concrete abutments.  Preliminary plan information can be found in the Project File/General/Project Information subsection as Stage 1 Design.pdf.  
No new permanent right-of-way and/or no temporary right-of-way is required to construct this project.  However, a Work Agreement between the Trumbull County Engineer and the Kinsman Township Board of Trustees was executed to allow the contractor to work beyond the roadway right-of-way for the purpose of removing the existing wing walls and to grade the banks around the proposed wing walls on the north side of the proposed structure.  The work agreement can be found in the Project File/General/Project Information subsection as Work Agreement.pdf. 
Natural gas (Dominion), electric (Ohio Edison/First Energy), telephone (CenturyLink), cable (Armstrong Cable) and sanitary sewer (Trumbull County Sanitary Engineer) utilities are located within the project  study area.  It was determined the natural gas line and sanitary sewers are located beyond the footprint of the proposed project limits and will not be impacted by project construction.  On the north side of the structure,  overhead electric, telephone and cable lines are located beyond the footprint of the proposed project limits and will not be impacted by project construction.  On the south side of the structure, an overhead telephone line will be in conflict with crane operations and will be relocated within the project study area as part of project construction.  
A maximum of 58 linear feet of Sugar Creek and a total of 0.0052 acre of suitable wooded habitat (SWH) for the Federally-listed Indiana Bat (Myotis sodalist) and Northern Long-Eared Bat (Myotis septentrionalis) will be impacted by the project.  The ecological documentation files for the project can be found in the Project File/Ecological/Coordination and Reports subsections.  
In accordance with 23 CFR 774.13(d), the temporary occupancy of land associated with Kinsman Township Park will not constitute a use upon the protected recreational activities, features or attributes.  The determination was made based on the proposed scope of work and concurrence received from the Official with Jurisdiction (OWJ).  Therefore, it was determined the project can be processed as an exception to the requirement for Section 4(f) approval. The Section 4(f) documentation files for the project can be found in the Project File/Section 4(f)/Coordination and Reports subsections.  
The proposed project at a Section 6(f) protected park (Kinsman Township Park) will be necessary to complete the work on the wing walls.  Stated impacts to this Section 6(f) park property will be temporary and any non-recreation activities or restrictions to public access will be limited to a term of less than six (6) months.  Therefore, the project is considered a temporary non-conforming use.  The Section 6(f) documentation files for the project can be found in the Project File/Section 6(f)/Coordination and Reports subsections.
The project will not impact any other environmentally sensitive resources within the project study area.

ANY AREAS DISTURBED BY EQUIPMENT ACTIVITIES MUST BE SEEDED WITH NATIVE SPECIES TO PREVENT EROSION OF SEDIMENTS INTO WATERS OF THE UNITED STATES.
7. The project designer shall incorporate the following note into the plans:  

CONSTRUCTION AND DEMOLITION DEBRIS:  
THE CONTRACTOR SHALL TAKE PRECAUTIONS TO AVOID AND/OR LIMIT CONSTRUCTION AND DEMOLITION DEBRIS FROM ENTERING WETLANDS AND/OR STREAM(S).  ANY DEBRIS THAT DOES FALL INTO WETLANDS AND/OR STREAM(S) SHALL BE REMOVED AS SOON AS POSSIBLE WITHIN 72 HOURS.
