Project Description: 
The Ohio Department of Transportation (ODOT) plans to improve State Routes (SR) 7 and 167 and U. S. Route (USR) 6/6D in Pierpont and Richmond Townships and the village of Andover, Ashtabula County, Ohio.  The project proposes to resurface 0.91 mile of SR 7 from Straight Line Mile (SLM) 17.51 to SLM 18.42, 5.48 miles of SR 167 from SLM 7.69 to SLM 10.46 and SLM 11.37 to SLM 14.08, 2.85 miles of USR 6 from SLM 22.36 to SLM 22.56 and SLM 29.95 to SLM 32.60 and 0.06 mile of USR 6D from SLM 0.00 to SLM 0.06.  Within the limits of the resurfacing, the project proposes to remove deteriorated partial-depth asphalt pavement and replace it with an asphalt concrete intermediate course and surface course.  Additionally, minor maintenance is proposed on four (4) structures (Structure No. ATB-7-17.87, Structure File Number (SFN) 0400688; Structure No. ATB-7-18.10, SFN 0400718; Structure No. ATB-167-7.78, SFN 0405027 and Structure No. ATB-167-8.84, SFN 0405035) along SR 7 and SR 167 as follows:  
ATB-7-17.87 (unnamed tributary to East Branch Ashtabula River):  The project proposes minor maintenance to the existing 14' concrete filled culvert carrying an unnamed tributary to East Branch Ashtabula River under SR 7.  Maintenance improvements include: clearing/grubbing of vegetation within 15' of the structure and new structure identification signs.  
ATB-7-18.10 (East Branch Ashtabula River):  The project proposes minor maintenance to the existing 113' continuous concrete slab bridge spanning the East Branch Ashtabula River (State Scenic River).  Maintenance improvements include: sealing existing wearing surface and approach slabs with soluble reactive silicate concrete treatment, patching concrete deck edges, sealing the concrete deck edges with epoxy-urethane, clearing/grubbing of vegetation within 15' of the structure and new structure identification signs.  
ATB-167-7.78 (West Branch Ashtabula River):  The project proposes minor maintenance to the existing 128' continuous steel beam bridge spanning the West Branch Ashtabula River (State Scenic River).  Maintenance improvements include: patching the existing wearing surface, sealing existing wearing surface and approach slabs with soluble reactive silicate concrete treatment, repairing front and rear approach slab ends, patching concrete substructure, sealing all exposed concrete surfaces with epoxy-urethane, cleaning and painting of 10' of structural steel from each abutment, clearing/grubbing of vegetation within 15' of the structure and new structure identification signs.  
ATB-167-8.84 (unnamed tributary to West Branch Ashtabula River):  The project proposes minor maintenance to the existing 81' continuous concrete slab bridge spanning an unnamed tributary to West Branch Ashtabula River.  Maintenance improvements include: removal and replacement of the existing concrete wearing surface with a fiber reinforced concrete overlay, patching concrete substructure, sealing all exposed concrete surfaces with epoxy-urethane,  repairing erosion that has developed at the front and rear wingwalls, clearing/grubbing of vegetation within 15' of the structure and new structure identification signs.  
The project will be constructed within existing operational roadway rights-of-way.  The project will not impact any environmentally sensitive resources within the project study areas.
