The Ohio Department of Transportation (ODOT) proposes torepair approximately 395 lineal feet of failing shoulder and highway embankmentalong the northbound shoulder of IR 77 near Exit 113 in the city of Green,Summit County, Ohio.  The project willremove existing guardrail, excavate existing failing 2.5:1 slope to a depth of10 feet creating a 10-foot soil wall. Multiple rows of SuperNails® (soil nails) will be installed/drilled intothe wall to a depth of up to 20 feet. Further, galvanized steel plates and high strength wire mesh will be installedon the protruding ends of the soil nails and a shotcrete wall installed tostabilize the highway platform. Moreover, the highway shoulder will be repaired/resurfaced and newguardrail will be installed as part of the project.  The project is funded with 100% StateGeological funds.
All work shall be performed within existing disturbedlimited access highway right-of-way. Tree removal is not required for the project and excavation, grading, orfilling operations will not be performed in any streams, wetlands and/or otherwaters of the United States.
