The Ohio Department of Transportation (ODOT) plans to improve State Route (SR) 46 in Canfield, Green and Beaver Townships, Mahoning County, Ohio.  The project proposes to resurface approximately 8.54 miles of SR 46 from Straight Line Mile (SLM) 0.00 to SLM 8.54.  Additionally, the project proposes minor maintenance on three (3) structures and the replacement of two (2) structures along SR 46 as follows:
MAH-46-0.41; Structure File Number 5000998: The project proposes minor maintenance to the existing 105' concrete slab bridge spanning Mill Creek. Maintenance improvements include: patching the concrete deck and approach slabs, sealing the concrete wearing surface and approach slabs, patching the concrete substructure, pier encasements, erosion and scour repair, sealing the concrete surfaces, clearing/grubbing of vegetation within 15 feet of the structure and new structure identification signs.

ALL SOIL EROSION CONTROL MEASURES SHALL BE IN PLACE PRIOR TO ANY EXCAVATION, GRADING OR FILLING OPERATIONS AND INSTALLATION OF PROPOSED STRUCTURES OR UTILITIES. THEY SHALL REMAIN IN PLACE UNTIL CONSTRUCTION IS COMPLETED AND THE AREA IS STABILIZED AS ACCEPTED BY THE ENGINEER. THESE SHALL COMPLY WITH ODOT'S HANDBOOK FOR SEDIMENT AND EROSION CONTROL, WHICH MAY BE FOUND AT: HTTP://WWW.DOT.STATE.OH.US/DRRC/.

10. STRUCTURE PAINTING/CONCRETE SEALING OPERATIONS:  
THE CONTRACTOR SHALL TAKE ALL PRECAUTIONS NECESSARY TO PREVENT EPOXY-URETHANE SEALER, PAINT OR OTHER MATERIALS USED TO REPAIR, CLEAN, PAINT, SEAL OR TREAT ANY STRUCTURE FROM ENTERING ANY STREAMS, WETLANDS OR OTHER WATERS OF THE UNITED STATES AND TAKE THE APPROPRIATE ACTIONS IN THE EVENT OF A RELEASE.

11. ENDANGERED SPECIES HABITAT-INDIANA BAT/NORTHERN LONG-EARED BAT:  
THE PROJECT IS LOCATED WITHIN THE KNOWN HABITAT RANGES OF THE FEDERALLY LISTED AND PROTECTED INDIANA BAT AND NORTHERN LONG-EARED BAT.  NO TREES SHALL BE REMOVED AT MAH-46-0.41.  THIS REQUIREMENT IS NECESSARY TO AVOID AND MINIMIZE IMPACTS TO THESE SPECIES AS REQUIRED BY THE ENDANGERED SPECIES ACT.  FOR THE PURPOSES OF THIS NOTE, A TREE IS DEFINED AS A LIVE, DYING, OR DEAD WOODY PLANT, WITH A TRUNK THREE (3) INCHES OR GREATER IN DIAMETER AT A HEIGHT OF 4.5 FEET ABOVE THE GROUND SURFACE, AND WITH A MINIMUM HEIGHT OF 13 FEET.

PRIOR TO REMOVAL OF THE EXISTING BRIDGES, THE UNDERSIDE OF THE MAH-46-6.31 AND MAH-46-7.07 BRIDGES SPANNING AN UNNAMED TRIBUTARY TO INDIAN RUN SHALL BE CAREFULLY EXAMINED FOR THE PRESENCE OF BATS, ESPECIALLY FROM APRIL 1 TO SEPTEMBER 30.  IF ANY BATS ARE FOUND ROOSTING ON THE UNDERSIDE OF A BRIDGE, THE UNITED STATES FISH AND WILDLIFE SERVICE, ECOLOGICAL SERVICES DIVISION (614-416-8993), ODOT OFFICE OF ENVIRONMENTAL SERVICES (614-466-7880) AND ODOT DISTRICT 4 ENVIRONMENTAL SECTION (330-786-4930) SHALL BE CONTACTED TO PROVIDE THIS INFORMATION.
12. WETLANDS IMPACTS/AVOIDANCE:
UNDER THE DIRECTION OF THE PROJECT ENGINEER, THE CONTRACTOR MAY IMPACT/PLACE PERMANENT FILLS IN THE FOLLOWING WETLANDS:

MAH-46-6.31 (WETLAND 1) - 0.030 ACRE IMPACT; AND
MAH-46-7.07 (WETLAND 1) - 0.015 ACRE IMPACT ;

UNDER NO CIRCUMSTANCES SHALL THE CONTRACTOR IMPACT THE REMAINING WETLANDS DELINEATED BEYOND THE PROJECT CONSTRUCTION LIMITS AND DEPICTED IN THE ECOLOGICAL RESOURCES MAPPING AND THE PROJECT PLANS.  THE ECOLOGICAL RESOURCES MAPPING IS AVAILABLE FOR INSPECTION AT THE ODOT DISTRICT 4 OFFICE, 2088 SOUTH ARLINGTON, AKRON, OHIO 44306.  UNDER NO CIRCUMSTANCES SHALL THE CONTRACTOR STORE EQUIPMENT AND/OR MATERIALS WITHIN THESE WETLAND AREAS. TO PROTECT AND DELINEATE THE BOUNDARY OF THE EXISTING REMAINING WETLANDS, A FILTER FABRIC FENCE AND TEMPORARY CONSTRUCTION FENCE, PER SUPPLEMENTAL SPECIFICATION 832, SHALL BE INSTALLED AT THE PROPOSED CONSTRUCTION LIMITS WITHIN THE WETLANDS AREA BY THE CONTRACTOR PRIOR TO THE START OF ANY CONSTRUCTION ACTIVITIES WITHIN THESE LIMITS AND ADJACENT AREA, INCLUDING ANY NECESSARY CLEARING AND GRUBBING ACTIVITIES, AND MAINTAINED BY THE CONTRACTOR THROUGHOUT PROJECT CONSTRUCTION AND SHALL BE REMOVED BY THE CONTRACTOR UPON PROJECT COMPLETION.

13. WETLAND AVOIDANCE:
NO EXCAVATION, GRADING OR FILLING OPERATIONS SHALL BE PERFORMED IN THE  WETLANDS DELINEATED BEYOND THE ESTIMATED PROJECT LIMITS AND DEPICTED IN THE ECOLOGICAL RESOURCES MAPPING AT MAH-46-0.41.  THE ECOLOGICAL RESOURCES MAPPING IS AVAILABLE FOR INSPECTION AT THE ODOT DISTRICT 4 OFFICE, 2088 SOUTH ARLINGTON, AKRON, OHIO 44306.  UNDER NO CIRCUMSTANCES SHALL THE CONTRACTOR STORE CONSTRUCTION EQUIPMENT AND/OR MATERIALS IN ANY WETLANDS.  TO PROTECT AND DELINEATE THE BOUNDARY OF THE EXISTING WETLANDS, A FILTER FABRIC FENCE AND TEMPORARY CONSTRUCTION FENCE, PER SUPPLEMENTAL SPECIFICATION 832, SHALL BE INSTALLED AT THE PROPOSED CONSTRUCTION LIMITS BY THE CONTRACTOR PRIOR TO THE START OF ANY CONSTRUCTION ACTIVITIES, INCLUDING ANY NECESSARY CLEARING AND GRUBBING ACTIVITIES, AND MAINTAINED BY THE CONTRACTOR THROUGHOUT PROJECT CONSTRUCTION AND SHALL BE REMOVED BY THE CONTRACTOR UPON PROJECT COMPLETION.
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
