Project Description: 
The OhioDepartment of Transportation (ODOT) plans to improve State Route (SR) 88 and MosquitoLake State Park in Bristol, Mecca and BazettaTownships, Trumbull County, Ohio.  The project proposes toresurface 6.92 miles (straight line mile [SLM] 7.03 to 13.95) of SR 88from SR 45 to SR 46 (Mecca Square) and resurface/chip seal the SR 88 causeway andthe two (2) existing fishing access parking lots located adjacent to the SR 88 causeway.  Additionally, minor maintenance is proposed onthree (3) bridges, TRU-88-9.00; SFN 7805853; over Deacon Creek, TRU-88-10.81; SFN 7805896;over an unnamed tributary to Mosquito Creek and TRU-88-13.28; SFN 7805918; over Mosquito Creek Reservoir, as part of the project.  At the request of the Ohio Department of Natural Resources (ODNR), the project also proposes to rehabilitate (pave or pave/extend with asphalt concrete surface course) all camping pads within Camping Area #2 of the Mosquito Lake State Park Campground.  This project will be constructed within existing roadway right-of-way and existing state-owned property.
