Project Description: 
The project is an intersection improvement that proposes to construct a new single lane roundabout at the existing intersection of Beeson Street (County Route 41) and Freshley Avenue NE (Township Road 23) northwest of downtown Alliance in Stark County, Ohio.  Work required for construction will extend approximately 200 feet in all directions along both Beeson Street and Freshley Avenue from the center point of the existing intersection.  Construction of the proposed roundabout will involve grading work, replacement of existing culverts on two stream channels and removal of an existing concrete retaining wall located in the southeast quadrant of the existing intersection.  New permanent and temporary right-of-way (R/W) acquisition will be required at the four quadrants of the existing intersection to construct the project. 
Maintenance of traffic (MOT) for this project will require the reduction of Beeson Street to one-lane operation with two-way traffic signal control during construction of the roundabout.  Local traffic will be maintained through the construction zone on Beeson Street using existing pavement.  A temporary detour will be necessary for the culvert replacement on Beeson Street prior to the start of work for reconstruction of the intersection.  Once the culvert replacement is complete, one-way traffic will be maintained on Beeson Street through the construction zone.  The MOT on Freshley Avenue will require a temporary closure while the intersection is reconstructed.  A detour plan designated by the Stark County Engineer will be included in the Stage 2 plans for the proposed improvement.
