Project Description: 
The city of Cleveland proposes to rehabilitate the bridge which carries Martin Luther King Jr Drive over Doan Brook, known as CUY Liberty 5:029M. The rehabilitation work includes constructing a new reinforced concrete mat foundation on micropiles, slip-lining new corrugated metal multi-plate arch, and reconstructing stone headwalls. 
Martin Luther King Jr Drive is functionally classified as an urban minor arterial.
The existing bridge was built in 1897 and rehabilitated in 1943. It is a twin cell corrugated metal arch bridge. Each cell is 21' span x 8.75' rise corrugated metal arch. The structure is 160' long measure along the channel. The total structure span length is 51' and the roadway width is 40' face-to-face of curb.
The project is located within Rockefeller Park and Cultural Gardens Historic District, which is listed on the National Register of Historic Places (NRHP) (NRHP#05000382). The bridge is considered eligible for listing on the HRNP and is recorded on the Ohio Historic Bridge List.
