Project Description: 
The city of Canfield plans to improve U. S. Route 62 in the city of Canfield, Mahoning County, Ohio.  The project will upgrade approximately0.50 mile of U. S. Route 62 (North Broad Street) from Dartmouth Drive (straight line mile [SLM] 9.13) to theCanfield northern corporation limits (SLM 9.67). The project proposes to widen U. S. Route 62 to construct a two-way left-turn lane from Dartmouth Drive (SLM 9.13) to SleepyHollow Drive (SLM 9.25) and resurface U. S. Route 62 from Sleepy Hollow Drive (SLM 9.25) to the Interstate Route (IR) 76 bridge (SLM 9.67).  Improvements also include new curb and gutter, sidewalk, drainage improvements including a new storm sewer system, traffic control signs, pavement markings and flashing beacon upgrades at the Sleepy Hollow Drive intersection.  The project will be constructed within the existing street right-of-way.
