Project Description: 
The Trumbull County Engineerproposes to widen and resurface approximately 0.60 mile of Bedford Road from U. S. Route 62 to Steward-Sharon Road (CH 174) in Brookfield Township, Trumbull County, Ohio.  The proposed work will widen the existing roadway from 18 to 26 feet, with two (2) 11-foot lanes and two (2) 2-foot shoulders and curb along the entire length.  Additional improvements include new driveway aprons, drainage improvements, pavement markings and signing.  
During construction, a minimum of one lane of traffic shallbe maintained at all times along Bedford Road. It is anticipated that the southbound traffic will be detoured for theduration of project construction, estimated at 9 months.  The detour route shall be Stewart-Sharon Roadto Thomas-Hubbard Road to U. S. Route 62.  
The project will require approximately 0.1063 acre oftemporary right-of-way from nine parcels for reconstruction of drives withinthe project study area and 0.0259 acre of permanent easement from one parcel forpermanent stormwater best management practices.
A total of 0.03 acre of potential suitable wooded habitat(SWH) was identified within the project construction limits and will beimpacted by the project. SWH areas are characterized as forested areas >0.5acre or areas <0.5 acre that have trees with suitable bat roostingcharacteristics and also within 1,000 feet of larger forested areas.  Thisproject satisfies the Non-Notifying Project type outlined in accordance with SectionIIB2 of the Ecological MOA with regard to the Ohio Department of NaturalResources (ODNR) and does not require ODNR review.  ODOT-OES provided projectdocumentation to the U. S. Fish and Wildlife Service (USFWS) on 11/30/2016. This project also satisfies Consultation Category 1 (CC1) of the Federal HighwayAdministration (FHWA), Federal Railroad Administration (FRA), and Federal TransitAdministration (FTA) Range-wide Programmatic Informal Consultation for IndianaBat and Northern Long-eared Bat (referred to as the RW PC), and programmaticconcurrence from the USFWS on a determination of May Affect, Not Likely ToAdversely Affect (MANLAA).  The project will affect no other federallylisted species.  On 12/28/2016, USFWS provided written concurrence forthis project that satisfies CC1.  
No other environmentally sensitive resources will be impacted by the project.
As a result of the proposed work, the followingutility work is expected:  2"- 4" gas line (Dominion East Ohio) will be relocated inapproximately 15 areas, the existing 8" water main (Aqua Ohio and Trumbull County Water) will be lowered in approximately14 locations, 2 poles (Ohio Edison) will be relocated and several sanitary sewer manholeswill be adjusted to grade.  
On May22, 2017, the office of the Trumbull County Engineer conducted various publicinvolvement activities for the project.  These public involvementactivities consisted of notification letters, a news release to the local mediaoutlets and a website posting.  A total of nine (9) comments were receivedby the office of the Trumbull County Engineer concerning the proposed BedfordRoad (CR 175) widening project.  Most comments were in support of the projectand the repairs needed on this facility. Questions and concerns raised included maintenance of school trafficduring construction, property disturbance during construction, possible trafficspeed increase because of improvements and questions about property takes. The office of the Trumbull County Engineer addressed all received projectcomments and responded, by letter or individual contact, to each person whosubmitted comments on the project.  The public involvement documentationfor the project is presented in the Project File/Public Involvement/ProjectInformation subsection.
