Project Description: 
The Ohio Department of Transportation (ODOT) plans to improve State Route (SR) 11 in Liberty and Vienna Townships and the city of Girard, Trumbull County, Ohio.  The project proposes to resurface 3.9 miles of SR 11 from Straight Line Mile (SLM) 3.74 to SLM 7.64.  Additionally, minor maintenance is proposed on two (2) structures (Structure No. TRU-11-6.84, Structure File Number (SFN) 7801742 and Structure No. TRU-11-12.59, SFN 7808089) along SR 11 as follows:
TRU-11-6.84 (Squaw Creek):  The project proposes minor maintenance to the existing 19' concrete filled culvert carrying Squaw Creek under SR 11.  Maintenance improvements include: patching unsound areas of the concrete head walls and wing walls, repairing embankment erosion behind the wing walls and the scour on the outlet (downstream) side of the structure by placement of rock channel protection (RCP) below the Ordinary High Water Mark (OHWM) of the stream channel, sealing of all exposed concrete surfaces with epoxy-urethane, clearing/grubbing of vegetation within 15' of the structure and new structure identification signs.  
TRU-11-12.59 (King Graves Road):  The project proposes minor maintenance to the existing 264' continuous steel beam bridge spanning SR 11.  Maintenance improvements include:  repairing concrete wearing surface, sealing wearing surface and approach slabs with soluble reactive silicate concrete treatment, repairing vandal protection fence, repairing embankment erosion at the southeast approach of the structure, clearing/grubbing of vegetation within 15' of the structure and new structure identification signs.  
The project will be constructed entirely within existing highway limited access right-of-way.  
During project construction, a total of 30 linear feet of stream channel and 0.074 acre of Suitable Wooded Habitat (SWH) for the Indiana Bat and Northern Long-Eared Bat will be impacted by the project.  The project will not impact any other environmentally sensitive resources within the project study area.
