Project Description: 
The Ohio Department of Transportation (ODOT) plans to improve State Route (SR) 165 in Smith Township and the village of Beloit, Mahoning County, Ohio.  The project proposes to resurface approximately 1.65 miles of SR 165 from Straight Line Mile (SLM) 0.00 to SLM 1.65.  Additionally, minor maintenance is proposed for one (1) structure (MAH-165-1.67; SFN 5003407) along SR 165 and located over an unnamed tributary to the Mahoning River.  The project will be constructed entirely within existing roadway right-of-way.  
During construction, 20 linear feet of an unnamed tributary to the Mahoning River is proposed to be impacted by the project.  Additionally, a portion of the project is located in proximity to two (2) public water system wells.
