THE CONTRACTOR SHALL TAKE PRECAUTIONS TO AVOID AND/OR LIMIT CONSTRUCTION AND DEMOLITION DEBRIS FROM ENTERING DITCHES, WETLANDS AND/OR STREAM(S).  ANY DEBRIS THAT DOES FALL INTO DITCHES, WETLANDS AND/OR STREAM(S) SHALL BE REMOVED AS SOON AS POSSIBLE WITHIN 72 HOURS.

7. The project designer shall incorporate the following note into the plans: 

STREAM AVOIDANCE:
NO EXCAVATION, GRADING OR FILLING OPERATIONS SHALL BE PERFORMED IN THE STREAM(S) LOCATED AT MAH-680-3.43L/R, MAH-680-4.66, MAH-680-4.81 OR STREAM 3 ASSOCIATED WITH MAH-680-12.40 AND DEPICTED IN THE ECOLOGICAL RESOURCES MAPPING.  THE ECOLOGICAL RESOURCES MAPPING IS AVAILABLE FOR INSPECTION AT THE ODOT DISTRICT 4 OFFICE, 2088 SOUTH ARLINGTON ROAD, AKRON, OHIO 44306.  UNDER NO CIRCUMSTANCES SHALL THE CONTRACTOR STORE CONSTRUCTION EQUIPMENT AND/OR MATERIALS IN THESE WATERS.  ODOT CONSTRUCTION AND MATERIALS SPECIFICATIONS SECTION 107.10 (PROTECTION AND RESTORATION OF PROPERTY) PROHIBIT THE CONTRACTOR FROM CREATING STAGING AREAS NEAR STREAMS AND/OR WETLANDS.  

8. The project designer shall incorporate the following note into the plans: 

TREE CUTTING/REMOVAL PROHIBITED:
THE MAH-680-3.33L/R, MAH-680-3.43L/R, MAH-680-4.66, MAH-680-5.56, MAH-680-5.75L, MAH-680-5.88, MAH-680-6.87, MAH-680-6.93 AND MAH-680-12.40 STRUCTURES ARE LOCATED WITHIN THE KNOWN HABITAT RANGES OF THE FEDERALLY LISTED AND PROTECTED INDIANA BAT AND NORTHERN LONG-EARED BAT.  TREE TRIMMING IS PERMITTED FOR THESE LOCATIONS AS DIRECTED BY THE PROJECT ENGINEER, HOWEVER, NO TREES SHALL BE REMOVED AT THESE LOCATIONS.  A TREE IS DEFINED AS A LIVE, DYING, OR DEAD WOODY PLANT, WITH A TRUNK THREE INCHES OR GREATER IN DIAMETER AT A HEIGHT OF 4.5 FEET ABOVE THE GROUND SURFACE, AND WITH A MINIMUM HEIGHT OF 13 FEET.

9. The project designer shall incorporate the following note into the plans: 

AREAS DISTURBED BY EQUIPMENT ACTIVITIES: 
ANY AREAS DISTURBED BY CONSTRUCTION ACTIVITY MUST BE SEEDED AND MULCHED DURING CONSTRUCTION TO ENCOURAGE ESTABLISHMENT OF BENEFICIAL VEGETATIVE COVER FOR POLLINATORS AND DECREASE OR PREVENT EROSION OF SEDIMENTS INTO WATERS OF THE UNITED STATES.
