Project Description: 
The proposed project involves Memorial Hill Drive, a 0.32 mile (1,700 feet) park drive located within Mill Creek Park and the Mill Creek Park Historic District in the city of Youngstown, Mahoning County, Ohio.  Memorial Hill Drive is twenty-six (26) feet wide roadway lined with the original cut sandstone curb and timber guardrail.  The original existing cut sandstone curb, timber guardrail and storm sewer drainage structures (catch basins) will not be impacted or altered as part of the project.  
The proposed project involves milling and resurfacing the entire length (0.32 mile) of Memorial Hill Drive from the West Glacier Drive/Robinson Hill Drive intersection to Glenwood Avenue.  
The project has no Federal funding (100% State and Local funds), does not involve a Federal action and will be constructed entirely within the existing park drive right-of-way.
