Project Description: 
ODOT proposes to improve SR 87 (Kinsman Road) between Hayes Road and Bundysburg Road in Middlefield Township, Geauga County. The improvements include reconstruction of approximately 800-feet of the hill near Hayes Road to improve vertical sight distance, shoulder reconstruction and widening for Amish buggy lane on both sides of SR 87 for approximately 0.9-miles, and replacement of three culverts. Work will be completed using part-width construction. No detour will be needed. 
Based upon review of appropriate mapping, the proposed project is located in a non-urbanized area. Based on the scope and type of work, the proposed project meets the terms and conditions of the Memorandum of Understanding between the Natural Resource Conservation Service and the Ohio Department of Transportation for Projects Involving Farmlands (Agreement No. 19552)executed on March 15,2016.
