One lane oftraffic will be maintained in each direction on SR 14 and CR 18 during projectconstruction.  Construction and detourinformation will be posted prior to the start of construction and vehicular/pedestrianaccess will be maintained to all properties during project construction.
Utilitypoles, overhead utility lines and underground utilities to be impacted by theproject will be relocated within the existing roadway rights-of-way.  Existing utilities will not be permanentlyremoved to construct the proposed project. Coordination with affected utility owners is ongoing for the project.
