Project Description: 
The Ohio Department of Transportation (ODOT) proposes to apply a micro pavementoverlay and perform bridge structure maintenance on State Route 21 and StateRoute 236 in Lawrence, Jackson and Perry Townships, Stark County, Ohio. Theproposed micro overlay will consist of 1-1/4 inches of fine graded polymerasphalt concrete to be placed on the northbound and southbound lanes of StateRoute 21 from the Stark/Wayne County Line in Lawrence Township to thecity of Massillon North Corporation Limit.  Thesame treatment is also proposed on State Route 236 extending from the StateRoute 236/Portage Street intersection in Jackson Township to the cityof Massillon North Corporation Limit.  Minor maintenance is also proposed on thefollowing six bridge structures:
STA-21-1507 (SFN: 7600542) spanning a branch of TuscarawasRiver:  The project proposes to remove above ground vegetation within15-feet of the culvert, cleanout and reset the detached end sections of the existing culvertand install new structure identification signs.
STA-21-1643L (SFN: 7600577) & STA-21-1643R (SFN:7600607) spanning Fox Run:  The existing asphalt concrete overlay will be removed andreplaced with new deck waterproofing Asphalt or Type 3 Membrane Waterproofingand an asphalt concrete overlay.  Theproject also proposes to remove above ground vegetation within 15 feet of the bridge,patch exposed concrete substructure with concrete and seal withEpoxy-Urethane sealer, repair the existing abutment slope protection and install newstructure identification signs.
STA-21-2134 (SFN: 7600666) spanning Deerfield Avenue:  The existing asphalt concrete overlay will be removed andreplaced with new deck waterproofing Asphalt or Type 3 Membrane Waterproofingand an asphalt concrete overlay.  The projectalso proposes to remove above ground vegetation within 15 feet of the bridge, patch exposedconcrete substructure with concrete and seal withEpoxy-Urethane sealer, clean the existing bridge suppers and install new structureidentification signs. 
STA-93-1723 (SFN: 7605102) spanning State Route 21:  The existing deck wearing surface and approach slabs willbe sealed with Soluble Reactive Silicate (SRS) Concrete Treatment.  Above groundvegetation within 15 feet of the bridge will also be removed and all exposedconcrete substructure will be inspected, patched with concrete and sealed withEpoxy-Urethane sealer.  Moreover, the approach slab joints and embankment erosiondamage will be repaired and new structure identification signs will be installed as part of the project. 
STA-236-0322 (SFN: 7605994) spanning Mudbrook Creek:  The existing deck wearing surface and approach slabs willbe paved, above ground vegetation within15 feet of the bridge will be removed and all exposed concrete substructurewill be inspected, patched with concrete and sealed with Epoxy-Urethane sealer.  In addition, new structure identification signs will be installed as part of the project. 
The project will be constructed within existing roadway rights-of-way.
