Project Description: 
The Ohio Department of Transportation (ODOT) proposes to repair andresurface State Route (SR) 43 from the Stark County/Portage County lineat Straight Line Mile (SLM) 0.00 to approximately 0.3 mile south of Tallmadge Road (County Road 18)/SLM 7.47 and from Town Square Drive/SLM 8.15 to Sanctuary View Drive/SLM8.50 at the SR 43/Interstate Route (IR) 76 interchange in Suffield and BrimfieldTownships, Portage County, Ohio.  As part of the proposed project, maintenancewill be performed on Bridge Structure No. POR-43-0488 (Structure File Number (SFN) 670151) spanningMogadore Reservoir and POR-43-0825 (SFN 6702031) over IR 76.POR-43-0488 (SFN 670151):  Theproject proposes to repair the existing concrete headwalls, seal the repairedheadwalls and concrete surfaces, repair embankment erosion near the wing walls,and clear/grub all vegetation within 15 feet of the structure. The constructionlimits were estimated at 15 feet from the existing structure.  
POR-43-0825 (SFN 6702031):  Theproject proposes to repair the existing concrete headwalls, seal the repairedheadwalls and concrete surfaces, repair embankment erosion near the wing walls,and clear/grub all vegetation within 15 feet of the structure. The constructionlimits were estimated at 15 feet from the existing structure.  
All work shall be performed within existing road and interstaterights-of-way.  No excavation, grading orfilling operations shall be performed in any wetlands, streams or other watersof the United States.  Under nocircumstances shall the contractor store equipment and/or materials in anywetlands, streams or other waters of the United States.
The preliminary project scope included repair of the SR 43 causeway, POR-43-04.61/04.30 site, spanning the Mogadore Reservoir, as referenced in the Level 1 Ecological Survey Report, dated August 13, 2015, completed for the project.  See Level 1 Ecological Survey Report, dated August 13, 2015, in the Project File/Ecological subsection.  However, the scope of the project was modified/reduced and work on the SR 43 causeway will not be performed as part of the project.  Furthermore, no excavation, grading or filling operations or any other work shall be performed in the Mogadore Reservoir.
