Project Description: 
The Ohio Department of Transportation (ODOT) proposes to improve State Route (SR) 303 (West Streetsboro Road) in the village of Peninsula, the village of Boston Heights and Boston Township in northern Summit County. The project proposes to resurface/overlay SR 303 from Straight Line Mile (SLM) 5.49 to SLM 10.57 along with minor bridge work to the SUM-303-0719 (SFN 7709935) bridge over the Cuyahoga River and Towpath Trail.  A new 5-foot wide corner sidewalk approximately 27 feet in length with Americans with Disabilities Act (ADA) ramps are also proposed at the northwest corner of the SR 303/Riverview Road intersection.  At this location, a small part of the proposed sidewalk, approximately 2.5 feet by 7 feet in size, is proposed beyond the existing roadway rights-of-way on the Grand Army of the Republic (GAR) Hall property, owned by The Peninsula Foundation.  Consequently, in cooperation with the property owner, a work agreement was obtained from The Peninsula Foundation to perform the proposed sidewalk improvement beyond the existing roadway rights-of-way as part of the project.

6. HISTORIC G.A.R. HALL BUILDING AVOIDANCE AND HISTORIC LANDSCAPE FEATURES AVOIDANCE:  UNDER NO CIRCUMSTANCES SHALL THE CONTRACTOR DISTURB THE HISTORIC G.A.R. HALL BUILDING AND HISTORIC LANDSCAPE FEATURES ADJACENT TO THE HISTORIC G.A.R. HALL BUILDING AT 1785 SR 303/MAIN STREET ON THE NORTHWEST CORNER OF THE SR 303/RIVERVIEW ROAD INTERSECTION.  UNDER NO CIRCUMSTANCES SHALL THE CONTRACTOR STORE CONSTRUCTION EQUIPMENT AND/OR MATERIALS ON THE HISTORIC G.A.R. HALL BUILDING PROPERTY BEYOND THE CONSTRUCTION LIMITS.
