Fish and Wildlife Service(USFWS).  The species is typically foundin wet areas and associated upland areas. USFWS recommended an Eastern Massasauga rattlesnake presence/absencesurvey be conducted within the project study area.  As requested by the USFWS, a presence/absencesurvey was performed for the project during Summer 2016.  No Eastern Massasauga rattlesnakes or otherstate protected snake species were observed during the survey.  While no snakes were found during thepresence/absence survey, USFWS recommended the Effect Determination of MayAffect Not Likely to Adversely Affect (MANLAA) be used for the EasternMassasauga rattlesnake concerning the project to provide the best protectionsfor this species.

2. ENDANGERED SPECIES - EASTERN MASSASAUGA RATTLESNAKE: THIS PROJECT IS WITHIN THE RANGE OF THE EASTERN MASSASAUGA RATTLESNAKE (SISTRURUS CATENATUS) A STATE ENDANGERED AND FEDERAL THREATENED SPECIES. IF EASTERN MASSASAUGA RATTLESNAKES ARE ENCOUNTERED IN THE WORK AREA DURING CONSTRUCTION, NO PERSON SHALL HARM OR KILL THE SNAKES OR ATTEMPT TO HANDLE THE EASTERN MASSASAUGA RATTLESNAKE. ALL CONSTRUCTION OPERATIONS AT THE WORK AREA SHALL TEMPORARILY CEASE AND ODOT OFFICE OF ENVIRONMENTAL SERVICES, ECOLOGICAL SECTION (614-466-7100) AND THE OHIO DEPARTMENT OF NATURAL RESOURCES DIVISION OF WILDLIFE (614-265-6300) WILL BE IMMEDIATELY CONTACTED. 

ENDANGERED SPECIES - SMOOTH GREENSNAKE: THIS PROJECT IS WITHIN THE RANGE OF THE SMOOTH GREENSNAKE (OPHEODRYS VERNALIS) A STATE ENDANGERED SPECIES. IF ANY SMOOTH GREENSNAKES ARE ENCOUNTERED IN THE WORK AREA DURING CONSTRUCTION, NO PERSON SHALL HARM OR KILL THE SNAKES. ALL CONSTRUCTION OPERATIONS AT THE WORK AREA SHALL TEMPORARILY CEASE AND ODOT OFFICE OF ENVIRONMENTAL SERVICES, ECOLOGICAL SECTION (614-466-7100) AND THE OHIO DEPARTMENT OF NATURAL RESOURCES DIVISION OF WILDLIFE (614-265-6300) WILL BE IMMEDIATELY CONTACTED.

ENDANGERED SPECIES - SPOTTED TURTLE: THIS PROJECT IS WITHIN THE RANGE OF THE SPOTTED TURTLE (CLEMMYS GUTTATA) A STATE ENDANGERED SPECIES.  IF ANY TURTLE IS ENCOUNTERED IN THE WORK AREA DURING CONSTRUCTION, NO PERSON SHALL HARM OR KILL THE TURTLE OR ATTEMPT TO HANDLE THE IT. ALL CONSTRUCTION OPERATIONS AT THE WORK AREA SHALL TEMPORARILY CEASE UNTIL THE TURTLE HAS MOVED OUT OF THE CONSTRUCTION AREA.   


3. IMPACTS TO STREAMS AND WETLANDS WILL BE MITIGATED UNDER THE CURRENT CLEAN WATER ACT REQUIREMENTS AS REGULATED BY THE US ARMY CORPS OF ENGINEERS AND OHIO EPA REGULATIONS (33 CFR PARTS 325 AND 332 AND 40 CFR PART 230, AND OAC 3745-01-54), AND OHIO ISOLATED WETLAND LAW (ORC 6111.027).
4. WHEN APPROPRIATE CONDITIONS APPLY, ODOT WILL CONSIDER THE USE OF NATIVE GRASSES AND WILDFLOWERS FOR RE-VEGETATING DISTURBED AREAS ACCORDING TO CONSTRUCTION AND MATERIALS SPECIFICATIONS ITEM 659.09 OR SIMILAR SEED MIXES COMPOSED OF NATIVE HERBS AND GRASSES.
5. SHOULD, DURING THE TERM OF THIS ACTION, ADDITIONAL INFORMATION ON LISTED OR PROPOSED SPECIES OR THEIR CRITICAL HABITAT BECOME AVAILABLE, IF A PROPOSED SPECIES BECOMES LISTED, OR IF NEW INFORMATION REVEALS EFFECTS OF THE ACTION THAT WERE NOT PREVIOUSLY CONSIDERED, CONSULTATION WITH THE SERVICE SHALL BE REINITIATED TO ACCESS WHETHER DETERMINATIONS ARE STILL VALID.
6. CATEGORY 3 WETLANDS SHALL BE MARKED FOR AVOIDANCE DURING CONSTRUCTION OF THE PROJECT.
7. MATERIALS REMOVED FROM DITCHES, STREAMS AND/OR WETLANDS:  ALL MATERIALS REMOVED FROM DITCHES, STREAMS AND/OR WETLANDS MUST BE IMMEDIATELY REMOVED TO AN UPLAND SITE AND STABILIZED (I.E., SEEDED) TO PREVENT REDISTRIBUTION INTO ANY WATERS OF THE UNITED STATES.  IMMEDIATE REMOVAL IS DEFINED BY THE UNITED STATES ARMY CORPS OF ENGINEERS AS DEPOSITING THE REMOVED MATERIALS DIRECTLY INTO A TRUCK AND REMOVING THE MATERIAL FROM THE SITE.  PLACEMENT OF REMOVED MATERIALS INTO A WETLANDS OR ON THE BANKS OF A STREAM EVEN TEMPORARILY IS CONSIDERED A FILL AND REQUIRES A PERMIT ACTION.

1. THE NECESSARY WATERWAY PERMITS SHALL BE OBTAINED PRIOR TO ANY WORK COMMENCING IN WATERS OF THE UNITED STATES AND THE WATERWAY PERMIT(S) CONDITIONS SHALL BE INCORPORATED INTO THE PROJECT PLAN AS SPECIAL PROVISIONS FOR WATERWAY PERMIT(S) CONDITIONS.  THE PROJECT CONTRACTOR SHALL ADHERE TO ALL WATERWAY PERMITS TERMS AND CONDITIONS THROUGHOUT PROJECT CONSTRUCTION.

Commitments
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1. THE PROJECT PROPOSES TO DISTURB GREATER THAN 1 ACRE OF EARTHEN AREA TO CONSTRUCT THE PROPOSED NEW FULL SERVICE MAINTENANCE FACILITY.  CONSEQUENTLY, THE PROJECT REQUIRES AN OHIO EPA NATIONAL POLLUTANT DISCHARGE ELIMINATION SYSTEM (NPDES) CONSTRUCTION STORMWATER GENERAL PERMIT.  A NOTICE OF INTENT (NOI) WILL BE COMPLETED FOR THE PROJECT AND SUBSEQUENTLY SUBMITTED BY ODOT TO THE OHIO EPA PRIOR TO THE PROJECT PLAN FILE.  IN ACCORDANCE WITH ODOT SUPPLEMENTAL SPECIFICATION 832, A STORM WATER POLLUTION PREVENTION PLAN (SWPPP) WILL BE DEVELOPED BY THE PROJECT CONTRACTOR AND A NPDES PERMIT WILL BE FINALIZED/ACQUIRED BY THE PROJECT CONTRACTOR PRIOR TO ANY EARTH DISTURBING CONSTRUCTION ACTIVITIES.
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
