Project Description: 
The village of Lowellville plans to improve East Water Street and Third Street by providing new lamp post style street lighting along both sides of East Water Street from First Street to Third Street and along both sides of Third Street from East Water Street to the railroad tracks. The lighting project involves constructing a total of twenty-seven (27) new lamp post/light assemblies within the existing roadway rights-of-way behind the new curb line and along the new sidewalk area.  The proposed lamp post style lights will replace the existing overhead cantilever street lights along East Water Street and Third Street.  Additionally, the project proposes asphalt milling and resurfacing of 744 linear feet of East Water Street from Washington Street to Third Street and the asphalt milling and resurfacing of 490 linear feet of Third Street from East Water Street to East Wood Street.  Further, the project involves curb and sidewalk replacement, installation of Americans with Disabilities Act (ADA) compliant curb ramps and new catch basins within the project limits.  The project will be constructed within the existing roadway rights-of-way.
