Commitments
1. A Plan Note Will be added for the contractor to notify Emergency Agencies and  Schools Districts two weeks prior to lane closures.

Commitments
1. The project shall comply with all the lawful requirements of municipalities, counties, or other local agencies regarding the discharge of stormwater from construction activities. Reduction in stormwater runoff will limit the potential of sedimentation which could impact mussels. 
2. All vehicles shall remain on or adjacent to the IR-90 Bridge and refueling shall occur on the roadway.
3. Regular daily inspection of all construction vehicles and equipment used shall be done to identify and control possible leakage of toxic materials including fuels, lubricants, hydraulic fluid, etc. If leakage is found, the fluids will be contained and removed immediately in accordance with applicable regulations and the equipment repaired prior to further use.
4. Any unpermitted discharges to waterways shall be reported immediately upon discovery.
5. Notify the contractor regarding the presence of T &E species and proper implementation of avoidance and minimization measures.
6. If this species is encountered within the construction limits during construction operations, we recommend that all construction operations temporarily cease and the USFWS Columbus Field Office be notified immediately (614-416-8993).
7. Since construction equipment will be used on a bridge over the Grand River, it is imperative that regular daily inspection of all construction vehicles and equipment used shall be done to identify and control possible leakage of toxic materials including fuels, lubricants, hydraulic fluid, etc. If leakage is found, the fluids will be contained and removed immediately in accordance with applicable regulations and the equipment repaired prior to further use;
8. Any unpermitted discharges to waterways shall be reported immediately upon discovery
9. The beams shall be disposed of in an appropriate fashion. There should not be any fills or other construction waste.
10. Minimize the duration and extent of in-stream construction activities. Keep the rigging team as small as possible and make the rigging process as fast and safe as possible without undue disturbance of the river bottom
11. Lower rigging chains or cables to the work area in the river at the end of the crane cable rather than dragging them to the beams over the river bottom
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12. Carefully position rigging on beams to avoid slippage and to assure even lifting of beams
