Project Description: 
The purpose of theCUY-Cedar Road (PID 100251) projectis to resurface Cedar Road from Interstate 271 (southbound ramp) to Green Road.  Resurfacing limits will extend through thecurb return radii on all intersections along the project corridor. The section of roadway to beimproved is within the limits of the Cities of Beachwood, Lyndhurst,South Euclid and University Heights.  The project includes spot base, curb, drive and catch basinrepairs on an as needed basis.  Curb ramps will be upgraded to ADA compliance as necessary.  
 
The CUY-Cedar Road (PID 100251) project is located between the City ofBeachwood and the City of Lyndhurst, Cuyahoga County, Ohio.  The project is specifically located on CedarRoad between South Green Road and west of Interstate 275 where it serves as theboundary edge between the two cities. The western third of the site consists mainly of residential housingwith the exception of a few retail shops and restaurants that are located atthe western edge of the project area. Another, larger retail complex (Legacy Village) is located north of theproject area at the intersection of Cedar Road and Richmond Road.  Forested residential area meanders betweenthe western portion of the project area north of Cedar Road, around and acrossfrom Legacy Village, and continue onto the natural areas of the AcaciaReservation at the northeast corner of the Cedar Road and Richmond Roadintersection. Another large shopping complex (Beachwood Place) is located atthe south east corner of the intersection between Cedar Road and Richmond Road.
 
The topography of the project site is relatively level. Regional topography slopes downward to the north.
 
Cedar Road will remain open for through traffic from both directionsthroughout the duration of construction. Through-lanes will be shifted during each phase of construction to accommodatefor the designated work zones.  Nodetours are planned to occur.
 
Temporary and permanent right-of-way is not anticipated forthe proposed project.
