Project Description: 
Turney Road (CR 72) is a four lane wide north-south arterial in the Cities of Cleveland and Garfield Heights, Ohio. The Turney Road Rehabilitation project stretches from Warner Road (C.R. 78) to the north and Hathaway Road (CR 140) to the south.  The project length is approximately 3.5 miles, with a 1.1 mile section south of I-480 and a 2.4 mile section to the north. Work includes full depth pavement rehabilitation, shoulder reconstruction, access roadway pavement, joint grinding/milling, and minor side stabilization/repair. The existing pavement section is comprised of an asphalt surface course on nine inches of reinforced concrete pavement on a 6-inch subbase, complete with curbs, underdrains, and sidewalks and a closed drainage system.  There are 64 intersections (15 signalized and 49 unsignalized) within the project limits and numerous private driveways.  The posted speed limit varies between 25 and 35 mph. Turney Road is functionally classified as an Urban Minor Arterial in the project area. All work will be completed within the existing right of way.
