Project Description: 
The proposed project is a highway safety project to improve the intersection of SR-528 (Madison Road) and SR-608/CR-6 (Old State Road). The intersection is made up of SR 528 to the north and south, SR 608 to the west, and County Route 6 to the east. All approaches are classified as Rural Major Collectors. SR 528 is a 44-foot wide uncurbed asphalt roadway consisting of two 12-foot lanes and two 10-foot paved shoulders. SR 608 is a 26-foot wide uncurbed asphalt roadway made up of two 11-foot lanes and two 2-foot paved shoulders. Each intersection leg has one approach lane and one receiving lane. SR 608 and CR 6 intersect SR 528 at an angle of 115 degrees. Guardrail is present on the northeast and southwest corners of the intersection.  
SR 528 carries an average annual daily traffic (AADT) of 6,185 vehicles with 14.5% trucks south of the intersection and 4,402 vehicles with 14.6% trucks north of the intersection. SR 608 carries an AADT of 7,153 vehicles with 6.3% trucks and CR 6 carries an AADT of 4,681 vehicles. There is also a high volume of horse drawn buggy traffic present in the intersection. 
The skew of the intersection creates long turning paths for vehicles, especially trucks. Guardrail along the northeast and southwest corners of the intersection further limits truck maneuverability. Stop bars on SR 528 have been pushed back in an attempt to increase maneuverability within the intersection. This has created a large intersection area. The distance between stop bars on SR 528 is close to 200-feet. 
The proposed project intends to add dedicated left turn lanes on the north and south legs of SR 528. The left turn lanes will be added by utilizing the existing shoulders. Curb returns will be widened to accommodate the large volume of truck traffic in the intersection. The existing span wire signal installation will be upgraded with mast arms. The purpose of the project is to improve signal operation and driver sight distance at the intersection to reduce crashes and improve the overall safety of the intersection. 
It is anticipated that additional right-of-way will be needed on all four corners of the intersection. There is a structure on the southeast quadrant of the intersection that appears to be abutting the existing right-of-way and a structure in the northeast quadrant appears to be encroaching the existing right-of-way. The project is in a rural area with mixed commercial, residential, and agricultural properties. Review of available historic mapping and aerial photography shows that the overall land use within the project area has remained unchanged over the last several decades. 
Environmental clearance is scheduled for January 2017. The project is currently anticipated to award in April 2017.
