The Ohio Department of Transportation(ODOT) is proposing to replace the existing five-span precast box beam bridgeon Concord-Hambden Road (SR 608) over the Lake Metroparks Northern GreenwayCorridor bike path in Concord Township, Lake County, Ohio.
