The Ohio Department of Transportation (ODOT) proposes to reconstruct the intersection ofState Route (SR) 44 and County Road (CR) 18 (Tallmadge Road) in RootstownTownship, Portage County, Ohio.  Within the project study area, left turn lanesexist on SR 44 at the existing signalized SR44/Tallmadge Roadintersection. The existing Tallmadge Road approaches to the SR 44/Tallmadge Roadintersection consist of a left turn lane and a shared through-right turn lane on the westapproach and a shared through-left turn lane and drop right turn lane on the eastapproach.
