Project Description: 
The proposed SUM-CR215-2.90 Vanderhoof Road bridgereplacement project is located in Franklin Township, Summit County, Ohio.  The project, sponsored by the Summit CountyEngineer, proposes to replace the Bridge SUM-215-0290 that carries VanderhoofRoad over the Tuscarawas River.  The proposed design consists of a 100-foot single-span pre-stressed concrete boxbeam bridge with a 32-foot wide composite deck to accommodate two (2) 12-foot wide lanes and a 4-foot wide shoulder on each side of the new bridge.  The superstructureconsists of eight box beams with a 6-inch thick cast-in-place reinforcedconcrete deck.  The substructure consistsof semi-integral reinforced concrete stub abutments supported on drilled shaftssocketed into rock.  The proposed abutments will be placed behind the existingabutments to reduce removal, temporary shoring and dewatering impacts.  The project will include approximately 150 feet and 147 feet of full-depth pavement replacement at the rear and forward approaches, respectively.  Temporary or permanent fill will not beplaced below the Ordinary High Water Mark (OHWM) of the Tuscarawas River.  The contractor is required to work beyond theriver channel and behind the existing wall type concrete abutments.  The contractor is also required to use a launchingframe to erect the beams and will not ford or use a temporary access fill (TAF)to construct the project.  Minor strippermanent and temporary rights-of-way acquisition are required along VanderhoofRoad and building/structure takes are not required to construct the project.
The project will not impact any environmentally sensitiveresources within the project study area.
