The city of Stow proposes to improve the SR 91 (DarrowRoad)/Graham Road intersection in the city of Stow, Summit County, Ohio.  The project is approximately 0.40mile in total length and proposes to remove the southbound right turn channelizing traffic island and slip lane,reconstruct the exclusive southbound right turn lane to create aperpendicular connection to Graham Road, replace all curb ramps, upgradethe existing traffic signal installation with new mast arms, LED signal headswith back plates, countdown pedestrian signal heads, radar detection and signaltiming/phasing revisions and upgrade pavement markings and signing.  Moreover, the project also proposes to mill and resurface the asphalt pavement through the intersection and on all intersection approaches, including approximately1650 feet of Graham Road (Station (STA) 199+22 to STA 215+65) and approximately635 feet of SR 91 (STA 505+15 to STA 511+50). All work will be performed within the existing roadway rights-of-way.  Existing utilities within the project study area will not be impacted to construct the project. 
This project is considered Ecologically Exempt under theEcological MOA (Agreement 19394).  Seethe Project File/Ecological/Reports subsection for documentation.
An Environmental Site Assessment (ESA) Screening wasconducted in June 2017.  Upon review ofthe ESA Screening, the Ohio Department of Transportation (ODOT) Office ofEnvironmental Services (OES), concurred on June 28, 2017, that a petroleumcontaminated soils (PCS) plan note is warranted for Site 5, Mr. Tire AutoService, 3745 Darrow Road, and a plan note for contaminated water should beplaced in the project plan if dewatering at this site is necessary to constructthe project.  Further ESA investigationsare not required for the project.  Seethe Project File/ESA section for documentation.
Based upon the proposed scope of work, the project is notwithin the flood plain and is exempt from National Flood Insurance Program(NFIP) and EO 11988 flood plain analysis.
