6. The project designer shall incorporate the following note into the plans:  

CONSTRUCTION AND DEMOLITION DEBRIS:  
THE CONTRACTOR SHALL TAKE PRECAUTIONS TO AVOID AND/OR LIMIT CONSTRUCTION AND DEMOLITION DEBRIS FROM ENTERING DITCHES, WETLANDS AND/OR STREAM(S).  ANY DEBRIS THAT DOES FALL INTO DITCHES, WETLANDS AND/OR STREAM(S) SHALL BE REMOVED AS SOON AS POSSIBLE WITHIN 72 HOURS.

7. The project designer shall incorporate the following note into the plans:
AREAS DISTURBED BY EQUIPMENT ACTIVITIES: 
ANY AREAS DISTURBED BY CONSTRUCTION ACTIVITY MUST BE SEEDED WITH AN APPROPRIATE PRAIRE SEED MIX (REFER TO THE SEEDING AND MULCHING, AS PER PLAN NOTE) AND MULCHED DURING CONSTRUCTION TO ENCOURAGE ESTABLISHMENT OF BENEFICIAL VEGETATIVE COVER FOR POLLINATORS AND DECREASE OR PREVENT EROSION OF SEDIMENTS INTO WATERS OF THE UNITED STATES.

8. The project designer shall incorporate the following note into the plans:

ENDANGERED SPECIES - STATE-THREATENED SPOTTED TURTLE (CLEMMYS GUTTATA)
THE SPOTTED TURTLE IS A SMALL (LESS THAN SIX INCHES) BLACK TURTLE WITH DISTINCTIVE YELLOW SPOTS ON THE CARAPACE (TOP OF SHELL). THE HEAD OF THE SPOTTED TURTLE IS OFTEN COLORFULLY ADORNED WITH REDDISH-ORANGE TO YELLOW BLOTCHES ON THE SIDES AND CHIN. THE FOREARMS MAY ALSO BE BRIGHT ORANGE. SUITABLE HABITAT HAS BEEN IDENTIFIED AT STRUCTURE NO. TRU-87-12.71 (SFN: 7805497) SPANNING AN UNNAMED TRIBUTARY TO MOSQUITO CREEK.  IF ENCOUNTERED, NO PERSON SHALL HARM OR KILL TURTLES AND CONSTRUCTION OPERATIONS AT THE WORK AREA SHALL TEMPORARILY CEASE.  THE ODOT OFFICE OF ENVIRONMENTAL SERVICES - ECOLOGICAL SECTION (614-466-5129 OR 614-466-5112) AND ODOT DISTRICT ENVIRONMENTAL SECTION (330-786-4930 OR 330-786-2274) SHALL BE IMMEDIATELY CONTACTED AND CONSTRUCTION OPERATIONS CAN RESUME ONLY AFTER THE TURTLE IS REMOVED FROM THE CONSTRUCTION SITE. 

THE CONSTRUCTION FOOTPRINT AREA SHALL BE SEARCHED BY THE CONTRACTOR PRIOR TO THE START OF ANY CONSTRUCTION ACTIVITIES WITHIN THE LIMITS AND ADJACENT AREA, INCLUDING ANY NECESSARY CLEARING AND GRUBBING ACTIVITIES TO ENSURE NO TURTLES, SNAKES OR OTHER WILDLIFE ARE PRESENT WITHIN THE CONSTRUCTION FOOTPRINT. CONSTRUCTION FENCE AND PERIMETER FILTER FABRIC FENCE HAS BEEN INCLUDED IN THE CONSTRUCTION PLAN GENERAL SUMMARY.  THE CONSTRUCTION FENCE AND PERIMETER FILTER FABRIC FENCE SHALL BE INSTALLED ALONG THE PROPOSED CONSTRUCTION LIMITS BY THE CONTRACTOR PRIOR TO THE START OF ANY CONSTRUCTION ACTIVITIES WITHIN THE LIMITS AND ADJACENT AREA, INCLUDING ANY NECESSARY CLEARING AND GRUBBING ACTIVITIES. THE CONTRACTOR SHALL TRENCH AND BURY PART OF THE CONSTRUCTION FENCE AND THE PERIMETER FILTER FABRIC FENCE UNDERGROUND TO PREVENT TURTLES, SNAKES AND OTHER WILDLIFE FROM ENTERING THE CONSTRUCTION LIMITS. 

ABOVE GROUND VEGETATION SHALL BE REMOVED BY THE CONTRACTOR FROM THE CONSTRUCTION FOOTPRINT PRIOR TO ANY EXCAVATION OR FILLING OPERATIONS, THE CONSTRUCTION FOOTPRINT AREA SHALL BE SURVEYED/SEARCHED BY THE CONTRACTOR EACH DAY PRIOR TO CONSTRUCTION, AND THE CONSTRUCTION CREW SHALL BE MADE AWARE OF THE POTENTIAL FOR THE SPOTTED TURTLE TO BE PRESENT. THE CONSTRUCTION FENCE AND PERIMETER FILTER FABRIC FENCE SHALL BE MAINTAINED BY THE CONTRACTOR THROUGHOUT PROJECT CONSTRUCTION.   THE CONSTRUCTION FENCE AND PERIMETER FILTER FABRIC FENCE SHALL BE REMOVED BY THE CONTRACTOR UPON PROJECT COMPLETION.    
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
