Project Description: 
The Ohio Department of Transportation (ODOT) plans minor maintenance to the  NationalRegister of Historic Places (NRHP) Eligible Lanterman Falls Bridge (MAH-62-14.68; SFN 5001951) along U. S. Route 62 and located over Mill Creek, Mill Creek Park and the Mill Creek Park Historic District in the city ofYoungstown, Mahoning County, Ohio.  As part of the project,  two (2) sections of the existing 18" storm sewer drainage pipe will be removed andreplaced and areas of concrete spalling along the superstructure and substructure will be patched and sealed with epoxy-urethane.  Additionally, theproject proposes minor erosion repair around the existing pier in proximity to the rear abutment.
The project has no Federal funding (100% State funds), does not involve a Federal action and will be constructed entirely within the existing roadway right-of-way.
