Acquisitions of new permanent right-of-way, temporaryright-of-way and sewer easements are required from several parcels to constructthe project.  A total of approximately2.5168 acres of new permanent right-of-way, a total of approximately 3.4636acres of temporary right-of-way and a total of approximately 0.125 acre ofsewer easements will be acquired to construct the project.  The next phase of the project is right-of-wayacquisition that will utilize 100% State (non-federal) funds.  This project is fiscally constrained.
