The MahoningCounty Engineer proposes to rehabilitate the Lake Milton Causeway alongMahoning Avenue (CR 18) in Milton Township, Mahoning County, Ohio.  The project proposes to construct anunderdrain storm water collection system, consisting of 24" catch basins,6" drainage pipes and 6" outfalls, along the edges of the existing roadwayto mitigate water pollution and meet the intent of the TransportationAlternatives Program (TAP) eligibility guidelines.  Additionally, the project proposes tomitigate existing embankment erosion along the causeway by installing aggregatealong the shoulders and by applying a topsoil alternative (Proganics BioticSoil Media) and a hydraulic mulch (Flexterra) along the causeway embankment toreestablish a vegetative cover and prevent future erosion.  New permanent right-of-way and/or temporaryright-of-way is not required to construct this project.  However, a Right-of-Entry Agreement has beenexecuted between the Mahoning County Engineer and the Ohio Department ofNatural Resources (ODNR) to access and perform the proposed work on thesouthwest corner of the causeway. Existing utilities within the project study area will not beimpacted/relocated to construct the project.
