The Ohio Department of Transportation (ODOT) proposes toapply a fine-graded polymer asphalt concrete overlay on State Route (SR) 153from approximately 250 feet west of Meese Road NE (Straight Line Mile [SLM]7.47) to Parks Avenue NE (SLM 9.87) in Nimishillen Township and on SR 172 fromthe of SR 172/U. S. Route 30 (Cedar Street South) intersection in the villageof East Canton/Osnaburg Township (SLM 19.51) to approximately 575 feet east ofAutumn Avenue NE (SLM 25.53) in Osnaburg and Paris Townships.
