Project Description: 
The Ohio Department of Transportation (ODOT) proposes to reconstruct the U. S. Route 30/Grant Boulevard intersection, remove the existing U. S. Route 30/Grant Boulevard intersection traffic signal and install a stop sign at Grant Boulevard.  U. S. Route 30 and Grant Boulevard will be resurfaced within the project limits and the project will install new curb and gutter, stormwater catch basins and conduit, sidewalks, pavement markings and signage.  As part of the project, a pre-manufactured stormwater treatment system that utilizes hydrodynamic separation technology will be installed in proximity to the intersection. Lastly, the project proposes closure and partial removal of an existing alley located on the north side of U. S. Route 30, just east of Grant Boulevard and west of the Minerva Area Christian School.
The U. S. Route 30/Grant Boulevard intersection is thewesternmost signalized intersection in the village of Minerva. Purpose Statement: 
Thepurpose of the proposed roject is to improve capacity and safety at the US Route30 and Grant Boulevard intersection in the Village of Minerva, Ohio.
	
	


Need Element(s): 
Safety
There were 22 crashes reported for theintersection from 2008-2014. Themost common crash type (45%) was rear end collisions, which can be attributedto the signal timing and delay at the intersection. Other crash types include fixedobject (23%) and backing crashes (23%), which are related to vehicles backingup to avoid a vehicle making a wide turn through the intersection.  Further, US Route 30 has a posted speed limit of 35 MPH and the existing horizontal curve radius on US Route 30 does not meet a 35 MPH design speed. See Stark County & Columbiana County US ROUTE 30 Planning Study (November 2015) in the project file General/PDP subsection as US Route 30 Planning Study.pdf.
Further analysis of available crash data identified ten crashes at the intersection of US 30/Grant Boulevard between 2012-2015; 5 rear end, 3 fixed object, 1 pedestrian, and 1 backing. Two additional rear end crashes occurred on eastbound US 30 at the intersection in 2016.  The existing unwarranted split-phase traffic signal is a contributing factor to congestion and the rear end crashes occurring. The existing alignment of US 30 contributes to fixed object crashes as trucks attempt to navigate the turn. The single pedestrian crash occurred as a child attempted to cross US 30 against a stopped queue of traffic and was struck. Crash reports dating back to 2008 verify the pattern of rear-end, fixed object, and backing crashes occurring at the intersection. According to the Stark County Area Transportation Study (SCATS) Stark County Crash Report and Safety Work Plan (2015), based on available crash data from 2013, 2014 and 2015, the intersection has a crash rate of 0.59 Crashes per Million Vehicles and the is the top-ranked intersection in the Village of Minerva. This location was ranked on the 2006, 2007 and 2009 Highway Safety Programs lists and is identified as the highest priority intersection location for the STA/COL 30 Planning Study stakeholders group. Capacity
Existing narrow lane widths in combination with the sharp curve mean that the intersection at US Route 30 and Grant Boulevard cannot serve both eastbound and westbound large truck traffic simultaneously, which has led to implementation of split-phase signal operation. Split phase traffic signal operation has led to this intersection experiencing the largest delays in the US Route 30 corridor. Capacity analysis shows that the intersection operates a Level of Service D in the AM and PM peak hours with delays in excess of 40 seconds per vehicle. Based on an estimated annual linear growth rate for traffic of 0.01, future level of service (2032) shows that the intersection will likely continue to operate at Level of Service D in the AM and PM peak hours.  Traffic volumes in the project study area have remained similar over the past 15 years. The existing unwarranted split-phase traffic signal is a contributing factor to congestion and the rear end crashes occurring. Discuss Reasons Alternative Identified as Preferred was selected: 
The transportation deficienciesidentified within the project study area have been studied and analyzed byODOT.  In November 2015, a planning studywas conducted to prioritize transportation improvements that would addressspecific infrastructure deficiencies along the US Route 30 corridor betweenEast Canton and Lisbon, Ohio.  As aresult, the US Route 30/Grant Boulevard Intersection was identified as one oftwelve (12) locations throughout the corridor that show the greatest potentialfor improving safety and operations within the corridor.  Alternatives to improve the identifiedtransportation deficiencies were developed as part of the planning effort, asdescribed in the Alternatives Considered table. Based on the results of the planning study, two (2) alternatives(Alternatives 3 and 4) were considered feasible.  Both alternatives were evaluated on the basisof how each benefits safety (crash reductions) and travel time (delayreductions) for the travelling public. Detailed information on the alternative benefit analysis can be found inthe Stark County & Columbiana County US ROUTE 30 Planning Study (November2015) located in the Project File/General/PDP subsection.

This project was determined to generate minimal air quality impacts forClean Air Act criteria pollutants and is not linked with any specialmobile source air toxic (MSAT) concerns.  As such, this project will not resultin changes in traffic volumes, vehicle mix, basic project location or anyother factor that would cause a meaningful increase in MSAT impacts of theproject from that of the no-build alternative. 
Moreover, Environmental Protection Agency (EPA) regulationsfor vehicle engines and fuels will cause overall MSAT emissions to declinesubstantively over the next several decades. Based on review of the Ohio Natural Heritage Database, the nearest known bald eagle nest is greater than 12 miles northeast of the proposed project area. This species was not encountered during the field surveys and no suitable habitat exists within the proposed construction limits.  Impacts to this species are not anticipated. 
Eastern massasauga (Sistrurus catenatus catenatus)
The status of the Eastern massasauga in Stark County, Ohio was changed, therefore, this species was added following completion of the Level 1 ESR.  However, no suitable habitat for this species exists within the proposed project area and no impacts are anticipated.

On Thursday,July 13, 2017, an open house public involvement meeting was conducted for theproject, from 5:00 pm to 7:00 pm, at the Minerva Public Library Community MeetingRoom located at 677 Lynnwood Drive, Minerva, Ohio.  The meeting was conducted topresent and discuss proposed improvements at the intersection of US Route 30and Grant Boulevard with local residents, business owners, public officials andthe general public. Moreover, a paid advertisement detailing the proposed projectand open house public involvement meeting was published in the News Leader onJuly 6, 2017, in advance of the public meeting.  The news release, articlesand paid advertisement included a request for public comment and project contact information for submission of comments and/or questions. 
In total, 25people, including affected residents, business owners and local officials, attended and registeredat the open house public involvement meeting. Members of the public wereencouraged to view project information exhibits.  A comment form was provided tosolicit feedback from meeting attendees. Exhibits provided at the open house public involvement meeting showedthe proposed improvements using graphic design over an aerial image with parceldetails.  Information stations were available for people to examineproject engineering and environmental study documentation, speak with an ODOT Team Member concerning the project and proposed right-of-way acquisition and complete thepublic comment form. 
Throughoutthe open house public involvement meeting, personnel from ODOT and EMH&T(project consultant) were available to address any questions and/or concernsabout the proposed project.  Written and oral comments were solicited duringthe meeting, and written comments could be provided by telephone, email and U. S. mail prior to the end ofthe formal comment period on August 11, 2017.  A total of four (4) written comments were receivedby ODOT as a result of the public involvement effort.
