The Ohio Department of Transportation (ODOT) plans to improve the State Route (SR) 46/Mahoning Avenue (CR-18) intersection in Austintown Township, Mahoning County, Ohio.  The project proposes to construct a 425-foot eastbound right-turn lane on Mahoning Avenue and a 350-foot northbound right-turn lane on SR 46.  Additional roadway improvements include replacement of the existing electric traffic signal, installation of new curb and gutter, new sidewalk, curb ramp replacements to meet Americans with Disabilities Act (ADA) standards and new pavement markings, as needed.  The existing exclusive northbound right-turn lane on SR 46 will be re-striped as an additional through lane.
