Project Description: 
The Ohio Department of Transportation (ODOT) plans to improve State Route (SR) 617 in Springfield Township, Mahoning County, Ohio.  The project proposes to mill and resurface approximately 3.68 miles of SR 617, including partial depth repairs, from Straight Line Mile (SLM) 0.00 to SLM 3.68.  Additionally, the project proposes to apply a fine graded polymer asphalt overlay along 0.97 mile of SR 617 from SLM 3.77 to SLM 4.74.  Further, minor maintenance (new structure identification signs) is proposed for one (1) structure (MAH-617-0.70; SFN 5006074) along SR 617.  The project will be constructed entirely within existing operational roadway right-of-way.  The project will not impact any environmentally sensitive resources within the project study area.
