Project Description: 
The City of Akron proposes to improve State Route (SR) 261(East Tallmadge Avenue) between North Main Street and Gorge Boulevard for adistance of approximately 3,100 feet.  The existing roadway will be reconstructedincluding full depth pavement replacement, replacement of storm sewer/drainagestructures, curbs, sidewalks and curb ramps.  In addition, the intersection of SR 261 and Dayton Street will be realigned to establish a traditional cross-street intersection.
Dayton Street functions as a collector for the surrounding neighborhood areas and provides an important north-south connection between Glenwood Avenue (south of SR 261) and Cuyahoga Falls Avenue (north of SR 261).  Based on the existing alignment with SR 261, the traffic signalized intersection utilizes two separate phases to accommodate traffic on the Dayton Street approaches.  The realignment will relocate the north approach of Dayton Street approximately 80 feet westward to align with the south approach of Dayton Street.  The proposed realignment of the intersection will reduce traffic congestion at the intersection by requiring only one signal phase to accommodate traffic on both Dayton Street approaches.  
The proposed project area is highly urbanized and predominantlyresidential with the exception of the area near North Main Street that hasretail/service businesses.  Pedestriantraffic in the area is associated with schools and local businesses, includingthe International Institute of Akron. State Route 261 is an important arterial providing Main Street and thesurrounding area its primary connection to SR 8, an expressway within thelimits of Akron.
To facilitate construction activities associated with the SR 261/Dayton Street realignment, the proposed project will acquire a total of 0.24 acres of newpermanent right-of-way, which involves five (5) individual parcels owned by three (3)individual property owners.  Furthermore, a total acquisition of two (2) commercialproperties and the relocation of two (2) commercial businesses and one (1)resident living in one of those two businesses will be required. Temporary right-of-way is not required.  
Based on proposed deep excavation (greater than 6 feet indepth) for the installation of proposed storm sewer and catch basins, apetroleum contaminated soil (PCS) plan note will be included in theconstruction plan to govern the excavations adjacent to properties at 149 E.Tallmadge Avenue and 202 E. Tallmadge Avenue and listed as an environmentalcommitment.  Furthermore, a finding of'no adverse effect" is applicable to the effect of the project on theNational Register of Historic Places-eligible Italian Center located at 134 E.Tallmadge Avenue.
Prior to construction of the proposed project, an ODOT District 4 sponsored project will resurface SR 261 between Main Street and SR 8 with a 1 ¼-inch polymer overlayas a separate, independent project (SUM SR 8/VAR 4.31/VAR PID84658).  The ODOT resurfacing project will temporarily improve the condition of the roadway pavement surface until the proposed project is constructed during 2019 and 2020.  Furthermore, the ODOT resurfacingproject involves the re-striping of the roadway to accommodate a "road diet"that will convert four existing vehicletravel lanes (consisting of two 10-foot shared through/turn lanes in eachdirection) to three standard vehicle width lanes, consisting of one 11-foot sharedthrough/right turn lane in each direction and a 10-foot center two-way leftturn lane, and a dedicated five foot striped bicycle lane in each direction alongthe street shoulder.  The proposed SR261/East Tallmadge Avenue pavement striping road diet was also evaluated aspart of this proposed full depth pavement replacement project, as reflected inprevious studies, coordination and public involvement activities, and will be maintained, as confirmed on the basis of further operational study to be conducted by the city of Akron,in conjunction with the pavement replacement project.

Project History: 
State Route 261 (East Tallmadge Avenue) in the City of Akron was originally constructed in 1940.  Since that time, numerous infrastructure projects have occurred within the corridor (Main Street to SR  8) including sewer construction and regular, routine maintenance and resurfacing activities.  Pavement/base conditions have deteriorated to the point where regular, routine maintenance and resurfacing activities cannot properly correct the existing pavement/base deficiencies.

The purpose of the proposed project is to address facility deficiencies, mobility and safety to preserve and maintain existing connectivity along the corridor. 
	
	


Need Element(s): 
Facility Deficiencies
The existing pavement within the proposed project area is in poor condition.  The condition of the existing pavement base contributes to chronic pavement deficiencies in the form of substantive pavement surface cracks and deformations, despite pavement maintenance and resurfacing efforts, and is nearing the end of its useful service life.  Moreover, the pavement surface cracks and deformations decrease the efficiency of street drainage and also contribute to storm water ponding on the pavement surface.
Congestion
As part of the August 2014 traffic study, a capacity analysis was performed for SR 261 between Gorge Boulevard and Main Street.  Levels of Service (LOS) indicate a LOS of F and E for the corridor.  The misalignment of the SR 261/Dayton Street intersection and the existing traffic signal configuration at the offset intersection contribute to a high intersection delay time because of the two separate traffic signal phases for northbound and southbound Dayton Street traffic.

Discuss Reasons Alternative Identified as Preferred was selected: 
Scenario 4A was selected as the preferred alternative because it satisfies all elements of the Purpose and Need for the project with the least disruptive impacts to the adjacent property owners and local businesses.  In addition, during preliminary engineering, the International Institute of Akron (IIA) contacted the city of Akron indicating its desire to relocate, which is proposed in Scenario 4A.  Representatives from the city of Akron met with the IIA on July 16, 2015, to discuss the project and to determine the IIA's needs.  As part of that meeting, the IIA representative expressed the shortcomings of their current location, including size of the building, ADA accessibility and the age of the structure.  IIA's input and real estate situation strengthened the decision to select Scenario 4A as the preferred alternative.  In contrast, Scenario 4B involved the relocation of the LA Motors auto repair business, whose owner was opposed to relocating.  The LA Motors property has potential environmental contamination present as documented in the Phase II Environmental Site Assessment for the project.  Finally, relocation of an auto repair business containing specialized equipment, such as hydraulic lifts, and unique property requirements compared to relocating IAA whose property requirements (office-type building) are more common and less restrictive added to the selection of Scenario 4A as the preferred alternative.

On August 5, 2011, the ODOT District 4 Environmental Staff submitted a Cultural Resources Photolog to the ODOT-OES Cultural Resources Staff, which contained results of a records check and additional project information.  This submission was based on a limited scope of work that only included reconstruction of the SR 261/Dayton Street intersection.   
On October 30, 2014, the City of Akron Engineering Bureau Staff requested the ODOT-OES Cultural Resources Staff conduct a Section 106 review based on a revised project scope to also include reconstructionof SR 261 between North Main Street and Gorge Boulevard.  Based on the results of the review, two Ohio Historic Inventory (OHI) properties (Italian Center at 134 E. Tallmadge Avenue and St. Martha's Roman Catholic Church at 300 E. Tallmadge Avenue) were identified adjacent to the proposed project area.  
On July 7, 2015, the City of Akron Engineering Bureau Staff requested a Section 106 re-evaluation be conducted by the ODOT-OES Cultural Resources Staff based on the revised project scope to realign the north Dayton Street approach instead of the south Dayton Street approach.  No new history/architecture resources or archaeological resources were identified within the Area of Potential Effect (APE).  
The ODOT-OES Cultural Resources Staff completed a short report, dated October 1, 2015, that included the history/architecture resource located at 207 E. Tallmadge Avenue, that is proposed to be acquired in order to construct the north Dayton Street approach realignment.  Based on the results of the study, the property was determined not eligible for listing in the NRHP.  Furthermore, it was determined no additional history/architecture evaluations were recommended and the proposed project would have a "No Adverse Effect" on the Italian Center located at 134 E. Tallmadge Avenue.

During preliminary design of the project, stakeholders wereidentified and contact lists were developed that included business andresidential property owners as well as tenants. The International Institute of Akron (IIA) and Jennings CommunityLearning Center were identified as local resources to assist the city and ODOTto engage residents and businesses within the local community.  Other stakeholders include METRO RTA and thelocal council person.  Local communityresources located along SR 261 (East Tallmadge Avenue) were included in publicinvolvement activities were the Italian Center, Pregnancy Care of SummitCounty, Kanda Asian Market and Blessed Trinity Church.  The Summit County Fiscal Office Auditorwebsite provided addresses for both owners and residents.  Additional contacts were added throughoutdesign as additional individuals provided input either by email, letter ortelephone, or simply signed in at the public involvement meeting. 
An open house public meeting was conducted on July 22, 2015,at the Jennings Community Learning Center located on Tallmadge Avenue withinthe proposed project limits.
