The Ohio Department of Transportation (ODOT) proposes to repairapproximately 108 lineal feet of failing shoulder and roadway embankment alongthe northbound shoulder of Porter Road just south of the Porter Road bridgeover IR 76 in Edinburg Township, Portage County, Ohio.The project will remove existing guardrail,excavate existing failing 2.5:1 slope to a depth of 6 feet creating a 6-footsoil wall.  Multiple rows of SuperNails®(soil nails) will be installed/drilled into the wall to a depth of up to 20feet.  Further, galvanized steel platesand high strength wire mesh will be installed on the protruding ends of thesoil nails and a shotcrete wall installed to stabilize the road platform.  Moreover, the roadway shoulder will berepaired/resurfaced and new guardrail will be installed as part of the project.
